Ia other words when the nation was in

the throee of civil war struggling for na-

tional existence with expenses exceeding
lie income a million dollars a day it gladly
denoted its best richest and moot valu-
able tends to any citizen who would build-
up an American home transform an un-

productive property Into a source of na-

tional revenue and become that nations
defender In time of danger and now that
it has become great rich and powerful It
demands a dauble price for Its poorest

It sheulil be remembered that in
if not all of these reservations the Indians
were permitted to make selection of their
allotments prior to opening to settlement
to the whites Very naturally they select-
ed the very choicest tracts These allot-
ments were made nontaxable and non
transferable for from twentyfive to fifty
years The white settlers must pay all
local taxation must maintain a local gov-

ernment for the Indians protection build
roads and bridges in order that he may
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transport his productions to market end
erect schoolhouses in which tho Indian
children have the same right as his own
Where the Indians have taken their allot-
ments In severalty they have tho right of
suffrage In many counties they outnum-
ber the white v vrs in many others they
hold the balance oi power thus virtually
using the amount of taxation that the
white silLier hAS to pay for his the In-

dians benefit
When these things are taken into con-

sideration the Injustice of Imposing on the
white homesteaders the additional burden
of the Indians entire support because in
settling on these lands he voluntarily as-
sumed a great portion of the burden of
such support becomes appareat

The only objection that has net been
made or can be made to the passage of
this bill Is the alleged loss that will ac-
crue to the Government and this is vari-
ously estimated from lOttO WO to 2-
OMM These estimates are based OR the
hypothesis that all the lands will be taten
and that all the settlers will pay for their
lauds But comparatively a limited area
of the land is capable of settlement and
with the conditions now surrounding them
It will be many years before the settlers-
in addition to maintaining their families
cia make any payment and it is preposter-
ous to suppose the Government will evict
for noapayxacnt No attempt has ever
been made nor over will b made to en-
force payment The time has been extend-
ed year after year by a provision incorpor-
ated annually in the Indian Appropriation
bill It is time this farce ended and as
worthy aad deserving a class of eltloeas as
can be found in the nation be accorded
their rights by Congressional action

United States Senators and Represen-
tatives of Congress appeared before the
commute and urged its passage Delega-
tions of citizens from those reservations
appeared and ashed that justice be done
Not a voice was raised in orMition The
United States Senate has twie passed this
Mil by an overwhelming majority II the
