W C Dodge a patent attorney and a
publicspirited citteon of the District

ootnmunipation addressed to the Com

missionors handles the Board and partic-
ularly Commissioner John B Wight with-

out gloves In the matter of the use ot
naphtha In lighting the streets

Mr Dodge first complains that he re-

ceived no answer to a communication sent
to the Commissioners more than a month
ago in which he urged the importance ot
an early decision on the question whether
the tanks burners etc should be fur-

nished by tho District or by the contrac-
tor Through the neiyspapors Mr Dodge
says he learned that Commissioner Wight
had recommended to tbe Board that the
best interests of the District are served
by requiring the company furnishing
naphtha to furnish the tank and burner
rather than tu have them furnished by the
District

The reasons assigned for this says Mr
Dodge according to the newspaper report
were that the burners considered best
for naphtha lamps cannot be purchased
But the Dodge communication dB that
according to the report of the Superintend
est of Street Lighting the Wellington
burner formerly oed la the bos for in
his report he states that with the burner
formerly used vrhieh was the Wellington
burner a 24eaadIe power light was

with less naphtha than is required
by the present burners for a ICcaadie
power light
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continues Mr Dodge that the Wellington
burners are not kept In stock sufficient to
famish the 1256 burners at once that is
true sea It was for that reason I urged
an early decision so that it the best

was to be adoptd as I assumed of
course it wouhl be there would be time
to have theta made whether furnished by
the District or the contractor But it Mr
Wight means as his language would seem
to imply that the burners considered last

to wit the Wellington cannot be had
then I have to ay tbe statement Is n

responsible company under date of March
1 1M they say We can furnish the 1300
brass outfits for the street lamps etc and
this was la reply to an enquiry by an

bolder as to whether they could
furnish the Wellington burners in case
it should be deeMed by your lioadr to
adopt It so that he could bid with a car
talnty of getting the burners it hUed for

If it be true as Mr Dodgfr oa s be ia
informed that this letter bearing date
as above stated was placed before your
Board immediately upon its receipt and
that CoMuriiestoner Wight had his atten-
tion specially called to it in connection
with this matter iuis difficult to under-
stand how he could truthfully that

Mr Dodge referring agate to the news-

paper report which says Mr Wight be
lieves that the kind of burner and tank
to be used should be speclned by the Com-
missioners anti the contractor required-
to furnish such as in his opinion Heal
best continues as follows-

It may be that the reporter accidentally
substituted the word his for the word
their in the sentence quoted or other-

wise the statement would be absurd hut
suppose the Commissioners aro to specify
the burner which they and not the contrac-
tor consider beat Is it not important
that the burner M decide 0ba In time to
enable the contractor to procure them

A second reason assigned by Commis-
sioner WigaC ns cited by MKUodar from
the published report is that by requiring
the contractor to furnish the burners
municipal authorities are a liberty any
year to call for such burner as may seem
best If as stated by the Superintendent
of Street Lighting the WelMngton burner
formerly used is the heat why then should
not the Board call for it and why should
It not be done In time to enable the con-
tractor to obtain them It is difficult to
understand why not antes the idea to
delay the matter until It hi too tote to ob-

tain them when of course there would
be nothing that could be dose but to con-
