the bridge Giles was approached by one of
tho defendants who asked the time of
night On being informed the questioner
and two or three others took hold of Giles
and rushed him oft the west end of the
bridge

At the same time the other defendants-
it is said took hold of Miss Linkins and
carried her oft the bridge in the same di-
rection After that it is stated Giles
was robbed and Miss Linkins criminally
assaulted The defendants were put on trial
last January before Justice Cole and were
convicted A motion for a new trial was
made and overruled and the defendants
except Simms each sentenced to thirty
years in the penitentiary Some time
after newly discovered testimony
tending to prove an alibi for the
defendants was submitted to the court
and a new trial was ordered

At the first trial of the defendants they
