SAVED FROM INSTANT DEATH

A ThrlllljiC incident in the Jenn yl
vniiln Oil Fields

FRAN1CLIN Pa April 30 The coolness
of the oil well shooter is proverbial but
one of the most darIng acts In the history
or Pennsylvania oil ilelds was performed
yesterday afternoonS when by presence of
raid William Bowers the twentyjrearold
son of Joseph Bowers of Rouseville saved
his own life aud that of several ethers

Young Bowers is employed by the Ear
per Torpedo Company and was sent to
shoot a well for William Cormack a few
mtles north of here He filled a shell with
eighty quarts of notrcglycerine and
just straightened the long tin tube overthe
well preparatbrjr to lowering Is to the

when the cap at the top of the shell
loosened and the torpedo dropped

Lying at the site of Bowers was a can
containing several quarts of glycerine He
Knew that even a Jar against the
casing meant Instant death for all

The forty loot tube was starting
down the caslrrg like a hash when Bowers
tlirevf his arms about the torpedo and held
It until the other shooter could snake It
fast In that torpedo was sufficient explo-
sive to have lifted the BarthoMi statue

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AN INDIANA MYSTERY

rlijBlcIniin Puzzled Over Deaths In n

INDIANAPOLIS had April so The
medical profession of Eastern Indiana
finds itself after a lapse of nearly eight
years confronted again by a singular and
seemingly wholly inexplicable fatality in
the family ot John Davis a prosperous
farmer living near Liberty Union county
Some twelve years ago Mrs Davis at that
time about thirty six years of age and ap-

parently in robust health took to her bed
and gradually fell into a profound sleep
from which it was Impossible to arouse her
Every expedient was resorted to by the
physicians of Liberty without success and
the best medical talent both In this
and Cincinnati was consulted but failed
to reach a satisfactory solution ct the
problem

Day after day Mrs Davis grew weaker
and at the and of the eighth day expired
as though she had simply died from ex-

haustion The tests of her pulse from
time to time showed that death was grad
ually advancing upon her but she could
not be aroused sufficiently to take ueurlsh
meat and the artificial means resorted to
proved unavailing as tier system did not
assimilate the food that was artificially
administered Mr Davis refused to per
mit an autopsy and kept the body of his
wife several days in the house before
burial and for nearly a month afterward
the grave was guarded to prevent ghouls
from exhuming it

Four years after the death of the mother
a daughter was affected in the same way
and again the best medical talent of the
State was completely baffled by the strange
case All of the manifestations were the
Same as those in the case of the mother
except that the daughter was not in as
perfect health and survived only six days
Her death was perfectly cairn and appar-
ently without pain and from the time she
fell asleep tiU she died not a eomplaiot

her
The closest attention failed to discover

a moan or any evidence whatever of suf-
fering and she lay for six days as though
enjoying the most pleasant slumber So
gradual was her death that it came Im-

perceptibly to those who were not study
her condition and testing her pulse

ant respiration to note the steps of her
approaching dissolution She took no food
during the six days of her strange illneee-
and every organ seemed io be dormant
and utterly incapable of responding to the
means that were Invoked to arouse it to
action

Mr Davis would have protested against
an autopsy but the death of a second
member of his family under such peculiar
circumstances led to a great deal of talk
and he was informed of the auspicious
which it bad aroused When the daughter
died the lathers action in respect to the
body of his wife and his guarding of the

gravest possible insinuations against
though there was nothing whatever upon
which to base thorn except his agHcttmJe
for the protection of his wifes grave from
desecration sad his refusal to permit aa
autopsy

Immediately after the death of the
daughter a request was made by the at
tending physicians for permission to open
the body aad exmnie the This
was refused by the lather and the coroner
was then asked to take charge the ease
and held the aatopey under ibelaw which
requires such action when there is sac
pieten of foul play Mr Dayte was still ob-

durate but Wiles It was represented
him that the people of the neighborhood
were suspicious and excited and that re
tetaace to law would be useless he

the autopsy was held
But for all that was obtained by it the

worry of the father might have bees
spared lor nothing was fused either j
Justify the suspfcfeas agalast him or te
enlighten the profession in respect te tile
nature of the disease When the vital
organs were examined each presented a
perfectly normal condition and their ex-
amination with a microscope failed te re-
veal any want of development or any cause
for the lethargic condition that must have
existed and caused the death of the daugh-
ter Determined to carry the investigate
to the greatest possible extent and sy-
pathlzteg somewhat in the suspicions of
the people the stomach and intestines
were submitted to all tests tout no evi-
dence whatever of wolsoa was found

There was nothing about the organs or
in them to solve tile mystery and dili-
gent enquiry was made with regard to the
mental sad physical condition of the girl
before she west into unnatural slum
her Her associates testified that she was
cheerful and lighthearted taking part in

life of the neighborhood attend-
ing charch regularly and performiae her
duties about the home until the day en
which she lay down and spoke of being
drowsy Those were the last words she
spoke for she soon fell into a deer
from which she sever awakened

Another member of the family Asoith
S Davis died last week in exactly the
same way He was abut twentyhree
years old In robust health and bad

led an outdoor life and seemed a
perfect type of vigorous manhood
He west to bed about 9 oclock in the
evening and when called the next morning
did not respond Efforts to wake him fail-
ed to make any impression upon him and
he lay thus for six days and nights and-
died as had his mother and sister without
any evidence of pain At no time in his
illness was it possible to obtain any evi
dence that he was conscious of what was
going on around but his respiration
was as peaceful and quiet as a chllds nd
whoa his eyelids were raised they Eradn
ally fell back over his eyes as though
heavy with natural sleep When thus
amined his eyes seemed to be glazed over
and It is believed they were sightless for
there was no response to the light and
when tested by the glare ot a lamp there
was no indication that the pupils received
tie rays

Physicians have tried to explain the
by saying that there is some in-

herited defect in the organism of the Da
vis fatally possibly from the mothers
side that leads to exhaustion of oIl the
parts of the body and that death Is the
result of a general collapse but the mys
tery exists In the person giving no ert-
dence of the impending crisis until it is
completely upon him In the case of the
daughter no defect was found and whit
tbe deaths are all unnatural they are

to have resulted from natural
but what these causes are the best

medical talent cannot telL
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
