Dundee is near the scene of the first

battle of the South African war It
near Glencoe and the fight is often refer
red to as the Buttle of Glencoe having
taken place between the two towns

It was there that General Symons was
killed and the British force after the bat-

tle retired to Ladysmlth and Joined Gen-

eral White Dundee had been in the pos-

session of the Doers from that time until
evacuated as announced in an appended
despatch It Is in the extreme northern
part of Natal

The town was looted before the burghers
withdrew supposedly to take up a new po
sition at Laiirgs Nek The destruction of
the machinery in the collieries at Dundee
causes some uneasiness as it may fore-
shadow the fate of the costly mining prop-

erties in the Transvaal toward which the
Boors are retreating

The Office has received several de
