The Opium Trade With China u Fac-
tor In the Action The Govern-
ment Policy Carried Out In Spite
ot the rinsrue Famine and
a Depressed Commercial Status

Consul General R Fi Patterson writing
to the State Department from Calcutta
gives some Interesting figures connected
with the doSIng of Indias mints to the
free o4nag of silver in 1593 and with

ted States It will be Interesting to know

In 1893 the mints of India that had

previously been open to the free coinage
of silver were closed except to such coin-
age as was required by the Government to
supply the currency for the business of the
country and since that time the exchange
value of the rupee has fluctuated greatly
although It has been the policy of the Gov-

ernment to establish its fixed value at
thirty cents which is has now practically
accomplished

Strong objections were made to stereo-
typing the rupee at Is 4d on the ground
that the normal value of trade required a
rupee at a lower sterling value It was fur

4 check exports and especially
would exercise an evil Influence on the
opium trade with China a silvercurrency
country Besides the exporters of the pro-
ducts of India contended that it was the
Interest of the producers to get as many
as possible for their products no matter
how much they depreciated rather than
take a smaller amount on a parity with
gold though intrinsically worth more

The policy of the Government has been
carried out under the most adverse condi-
tions the plague covering many districts

It was In Its effect on the export trade
that the enhancement of the value of the
rupee was chiefly dreaded but the figures
do not justify the fears expressed although
there hall been a serious decline in the ex-
port of wheat and of rice re-
gards the latter especially which would
otherwise have been exported to its being
required for the famine districts of India
Nevertheless in spite of this the decline
in the whole volume of the exports is a-
very small fraction

But the statistics for opium do not sup
port the allegation that the enhancement ot
the rupee And the fall In the exchange of
China oa India would check the opium
trade The demand has been brisker and
the average price higher the past year

The foregoing shows that the closing of
the mints and the consequent enhancement
