Washington was enveloped In the shad
ow of the moon today The shades of even-

ing fell In early morning The sun which
lights all things In life and paints color

THE ECLIPSE OF THE BUN
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in the flowers was overcast and a shroud
of grey was thrown about tho city A

band of black fifty miles wide swept
across the country from southwest to
northeast The shadow cast by the moon
In Its passing between the earth and the
sun began so far an this world is con
corned away out upon the Pacific Ocean
and rushing onward in its northeasterly
course as the sun sped westward and the
earth whirled eastward crossed diagonally
through Mexico and entered the United
States in southwestern Louisiana Mov-

ing forward at thirty miles a minute the
black shadow rolled over southwestern
Mississippi southern Alabama central
Georgia central South Carolina eastern
North Carolina darkening the extreme
southeastern points In Virginia and swept
out into the Atlantic Ocean Thence it
passed through Portugal and Spain and
crossing northern Africa entered Egypt

was loet in the Red Sea three hun-
dred miles south of Cairo The passage
of the shadow from end to end of its Jour
rey occupied three hours and twenty ruin

It was Just strong enough to flutter the
topmost foliage of the trees and swerve
the blue smoke that lazily rose foai
tho breakfast fires of the city As the
cloud bask ascended in the oaK the symp
toms of rain grew more pronounced acd a
ghostly grey haze veiled the blue of the
morning sky

The silver maples of the parks and
streets began to flutter and display the
ashen green of the nether side of their
leaves The dark thick leaves of the lin-
den rustled and the higher branches of the
oaks elms and poplars swayed softly and
idly The breakfast smoke clung morn
closely to the housetops awl the signs of
rain multiplied Sparrows that hall been
chirping and hopping on the ground went
aloft into the trees Servants passed on
te their work and after them came

ana behind these were mechanics
Despite the impending eclipse the great
reass of school children and Government
employes did not appear upon the streets
earlier than usual though a fair percent
tage of them peered skyward through
open windows To those who looked outupea the city at 7 oclock the prospect of
seeing the moon throw her black forai-
oereee the burning face of the sun was
poor The clouds in the east were steadi
ly rising and the haze that overspread the
sky was thickening To citizens east of
the Capitol the sun w shut out by clouds
nt a few minutes after 7 oclock and to
citizens of the Capitol a few minutes
later No view of the orb could be had atthe moment of contact 744

were at windows upon roofs and In the
streets Smoked glass opera glasses and
spy glasses wore called into use Then

was well upon her way across the
suns disc The golden crescent grew
thinner had sharper as the Inky black ball
ate Its way througa and twilight scemeJ
to fall upon the earth Then followed
weird scenes Though It appeared to b3
late in the afternoon trees and men cast
shadows to the westward Tho sparrcws
In tho trees ceased to chirp In the country
thrushes sang their evening songs and
swallows here and there In thewocxJs the whippoorwill cried Samechickens went to roost but others thatwere wiser remained abroad though with
astonished glances In their round reteyes

Groups of people collected on available
street corners and on the west side of thenumbered streets Old and forgotten
candles wcreHghted that glass might be
coated with soot Every broksn bit ofglass became precious and children and
adults like ostriches picked the shining
fragments from the streets and alleys
Many thousand eyes followed the round
black moon in her course

At 830 oclock the sun had been whittledaway to a thin crescent of orange tea
naming and swinging In a choppy sea ofwhite and black clouds At 855 the obscuration was at its greatest and theseeming twilight was deepest Then was
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the greatest hush upon the clty The
western sky looked like the morning sky
and good eyes could see a few bright stars
twinkling rather faintly In the patches of
blue The Heights of Arlington looked as
the hills of Good Hope had looked only a
few hours before

Then the scene began to change the
day slowly grew brighter Whenever the
morning sunshine came through foliage
against a wall or upon a sward sloping to
the southeast in such a way that on or-
dinary days there are circular dapples of
light overlapping among tho shadows
there were Instead of the dapples inter-
laced crgscenls the multitudinous imper-
fect Images of the luminous edge of the
OTiurTherinterstlces of the foliage had the
effect of the lens of a camera and repro
duced many Jlttlesuns in the shade

At 930 the sparrows had hopped from
the tranches to tho ground and were

THE NAVAL OBSERVATOBY

Slight Difference Between Computed
Time nUll the Actual Contact

The astronomers at the Naval Observa-
tory were up bright and early this morn
Ing tuning up various instruments
and adjusting them wKh delicate nicety
to the task they were expected to perform
This was the determination of the two
contacts the time of the first and last
appearance of the moon ever the suns

AT

their

disc to as close a fraction of a second as
possible To obtain this desired result
three separate instruments were to be
used namely the two equatorial telescopes
ai l a cometseeker

Messrs E A at the great 26Inch
equatorial William M Brown at the 12
inch M E Porter at the
comet seeker were busy before 7 oclock
with their respective Instruments and
watching withjinxioua eyes the appearance
of the sky In the vicinity of the sun Mr
Brown tad stayed at the Observatory all
night and when at about 5 oclock this
morninsh noted the huge bank of clouds
In despaired of success

As wore on from that time
celestial began to look

brighter rontil at about 7 a m the sun
appeared in till its radiance But light
cloQds began to gather and so rapidly did
these accumulate in number and Intensity
that itvvas soon seen the best results could
no longer be expected

Just at tLe computed moment forthe first
contact the western 11mb of the sun upon
which the moons disc was to appear Tras
cloudobscured and the telescopes with the
dark shade glasses attached to their eye-
pieces showed as before stated a dark
undistinguishable mass of rapidly moving
vapor By what might be termed a happy
accident the observer at the great

removed the shade glass attached to
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that Instrument Just as the darker clouds
moved away for an Instant and showed themoons disc so slightly indented that none
but a practiced eye could have discovered
any alteration Nevertheless the contact
had passed but the record of the chrono-
graph showed only a difference of thirty
seconds between the computed time for
the compact and the moment of observa-
tion

The Lick Observatory had a large aad
extensively equipped delegation and
perhaps the most Important work of the
present eclipse on this side was accom-
plished The whole range of the phe
nomena was covered including

telescopic and photographic work
Of course it Is too early as yet to proph-

esy anything as to what has been accom-
plished but the astronomers are certain
that they have secured magnificent re-
sults Many valuable negatives are new
being developed and the centlemen in
charge of spectroscopic work which It
eludes the analysis of the light phoneme
ena preceding attending and following
totality say that they will be able to add
much valuable data to the textbooks from
their observation of today

The Phenomenon Described
The spectacular feature of the eelipse

of course is the one which attracted the
attention of laymen and which was most
startling The description ofit at Thom
aston will be all that Is necessary as It
duplicates that at the other stations

Beginning with 622 oclock a thin black
wedge displayed ItselFon the outer edge of
the glaring sun 3iu Fastronomers sprang
to their instrument and began the work
which continued for nearly tw hours and
a half Gradually almost Imperceptibly
the inky shadow spread itself over the
flaming globe and so Intent were the un
occupied onlookers that they saw with a
start that where the sunlight had cast
strong and welldefined shadows around
them the lines were becoming less pre-
cise and the surrounding light dimmed
with each minute Within a few minutes-
of totality and when weird twilight began
to descend ever observing parties the
striking shadow band one of the curious
phenomena appeared creeping in
upon the parties Hardly had the watch-
ers ceased to marvel at the
feature when with an abrupt
ness almost the last ray of sun
light disappeared J

A more of twilight now
prevailed relIeved Ey the pearly radiance-
of the corona The corona was In the
form of two broad of light extend
ing on each side ot the suns equator Fine
polar rays radiated from around the suns
polar region and th streamers were in a
fever of activity Testeady click of the
instruments sounded in the hazy stillness

Ignorant and superstitious negroes in the
outlying districts began to be fearfully
frightened Some of them prayed or
shrieked hysterically The barking of dogs
and spasmodic lowing of distressed cattle
combined to make the spectacle one of in
describable weirdness-

At nearly 740 the first ray of sunshine
shot forth like a golden dagger causing a
scene of dazzling and surpasssing Jovcll
ness The scientists worked on steadily
taking large numbers of photographs using
their spectroscopes industriously and mak-
ing observations of the shadow bands
which now made their reappearance At
about 856 the last vestige of shadow Lad
disappeared from the suns surface The
weary workers announced to the bystaud
ers that the longlooked for eclipse was a
thing of the

At the offlce of the Chesapeake and Po-
tomac Telephone Company the vIce presi-
dent and general manager Arthur G Ful
ler stated that while no special tests di-
rected toward the discovery of electrical
variations had been made the Instruments
employed in the usual operations of the
telephone system were so delicate and
trustworthy in character that any unusual
disturbance would be noted He stated
that no variations other than what were
apparently of usual demonstration had
been observed

VARIATIONS OF TEMPERATURE

A Full of One Decree nt the Period
of Greatest Obscuration

The temperature as recorded by the in-

struments of the Weathsr Bureau during
the eclipse sensible variations as
the suns disc came gradually obscured

The temperature at 8 oclock this morn-
ing at which Ump the eclipse was of about-
a quarter of aa duration was

at 64 12 but at 855 the pe-
riod of greatest obscuration the mercury
had dropped almost a degree

At the end o thoeclipse the weathsr
became warmer with remarkaKe rapidity
and at 13Q p mt the thermometer regis-
tered 74 degrees
