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DEATH OFS.E. WHEATLEY

He Was Formerly One of the Com-
missioners for the Distriet.’

Stricken With Paralysis a Few Days
Ago, He Sinks Gradually Vntil
This Morning. When He Expired
at His Country Home. Moreiand,

Near Bethesda, Md.—His Career,

Samuel Edmund Wheatley, a former
Commissioner of the District of Columbia,
died at 9 ¢'clock this morning at “More-
land,” his country bhome, pear Bethesda,
Md. He was stricker with paralysis two
weeks ago, and sank gradually until the
end.

Mr. Wheatley was born in George own,
March 27, 1844, and was, therefore, a little
more thap fifty-six years of age at the time
of his death. He was educated at the Hal-
lowell Institute, Alexandria, Va., and when
he reached his majority entered the mer-
cantile business, becoming a partner in the
firm of Wheatley Bros., who for many
years have carried on a large lumber busi-
ness in this city. He was closely identi-
fied with and interested in aquatic sports
on the Potomac, and was popular among
amateur oarsmen.

Mr. Wheatley inherited his busin:ss
qualifications from his father, who was one
of Washington's successful merchants. At
all times, however, while paying the stuict-
est attention to his own affairs, Mr. Wheat-
ley never neglected an opportunity to ade
vance the interests of the District.

President Cleveland in 1888 appointed
him a member of the Board of -District
Commissioners to succeed James B. BEd-
monds, who was named by President Ar-
thur in 1883. At the time of his appoint-
ment there were many applicants for the
position, and the contest for the honor
aroused great Interest. The nomination
was confirmed by the Senate twenty days
after it was made. The other Commission- !
ers at that time were William B. Webb |
and Major Charles W. Raymond. l

While in office Mr. Wheatley had imme-
diate supervision of the Police and Fire |
Departments and of the financial bureauvsg
of the District Government He was= a
man of much executive ability, and hrougit
to the duties of Commissioner the fruits of
a long and successful business training
He retired from office after a serv

one term, being sswcceeded by Lemon G.
Hipe. .

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THE ASTRONOMERS RETURN.

Will Now Figure on the Results of
Eelipse Observations.

‘The parties sent out by the Naval Ob-
servatory to secure data relating to the
eclipge of the sun on May 28, stationed
respectively at Barnesville and Grifiin, Ga.,
and Pinehupst, N. C., have returned, but
are unable to estimate the results achiev-
ed, owing to the fact that their photograph-
ie plates have not yet been developed.

Prcf. Skinner, who was in charge of the
Pinehurst stetion, says that the coroma,
the most important feature of the phe-
nomenon, was exactly similar so far as
he was able to observe, to that of the
1878 eclipse, though differing somewhat in
structural detail from that of the eclipse of
1898,

The professor said that he did not look
for any mew revelation when the photo-
graphic plates should be developed, though
additional faéts .n connection with the solar
spectrum would doubtless be obtained.

The spectroscope, it was added on au-
thority, owing to the very perfect means
mow in vogue for photographing its results,
will doubtless prove more efiective in this
case than ever before, and the chemical
constituents of the solar atmosphere or
rather atmospheres, will, in all probabllity,
be more accurate’y determined.

“Thus,”'yerid Prof. Skinner, “the re-
sults—that” Is, the more important ones—
looked for will be determined by the
chemical of the spectroscepe rather
than by the mere visual help of the camera
and tele To be sure, the latter in-

struments will prove valuable auxiliaries,
and will Qetermine the gemeral form and
structure 6f the corona as the spectroscope
is unable tg 4o, the latter merely giving
its ch iconstituents. In fact, chem.
istry, perhaps for the first time in the
history gastronomy, in this case, wil
play the prihcipal part in obtaining as-
tronomical data.

A VICTIN OF WHITECAPS

New Jersey Wife-Beater Receives
Harshk Treatment.

Dragged From His Home, Lashed
With Whips, and Then Covered
With Paint and Feathers—Inci-
dents That Led Up to the Af-
fair—Xo Sympathy -!or the Mamn.

BRIDGETON, N. J., June 2.—A mob of
twemty-five Whitecaps last night lashed
and painted end feathered Smith Alfard
for brutality to his wife, whose death he
is accused of causing.

They surrounded his house at 10 o'clock
and surprised him preparing for bed. They
dragged him half-clad through the room
where his dead wite lay in her coffin.
Shrieking and struggling, he was taken
outside, where the mob confronted him.

The leader of the mob told him they in-
tended to hang him, and that he had bet-
ter prepare to die. He resisted. The
men whe had him in their power there-
upon kicked and cuffed him until he be-
came too weak to make a further defence.

He was carried through the town balf
dressed and screaming for mercy, to a
wood on the edge of the place. The mob
continued into the wood for two miles,
when a halt was called. Alford's clothing
was torn from him and each member of
the band jashed him with whips until the
blood streamed from him.

That they were compelled to speak ex-
temvorareously made them impressive
pulpit oritors. Each preacher spoke “as
a dyliZ man to dying men.” The ear-
nestoess, the magretic force, the fire of
their sermons was the result. Having
“‘the power,” as it was called, occurred
frequently in their congregations. Men
and women fainted or went off in convul-
sions. Shouts of “amen™ and “glory’’ re-
sounded’ from all quarters.

If the preachers had read their sermons
no such result could have been witnessed.
Their appeals would bave been idle. In
the most emotiopal case the ablest lawyer
would fai! to convince a jury if he shouid
draw out of his pocket two or three quires
of m .nuscript and read a prosaical argu-
ment ca the facts and the law. Before 2
jury and in the pulpit effective oratory
must come ved hot from the glowing cen-
tre of thought and passion.

AN who have read William Wirt's de-
scription” of the blind preacher—and all
who have not read it should read ft—will
appreciate the excitement, the interest,
the spectacular effects of early preaching
in the log church buildings and in the
open groves.
