YOKOHAMA via San Francisco June 6

The antiJapanese feeling In the United
States caused by the arrival of Japanese
at all Pacific Coast ports and the talk of
restrictive legislation similar to that
adopted against the Chinese have caused

alarm among those who have fos
tered the development of Japanese trade
with America

They know that any restrictive measure
that would class the Japanese with the
Chinese would deal a severe blow at the
friendly relations between Japan and the
United States and would seriously imperil
the now rapidly increasing commercial in-

terests BO important to both countries
Not only Is it a fact that the Japanese

are almost as different from Chinese as
are Americans from Turks but there is
ecarcely onT point wihch this self
respectful people are so sensitive as upon
tho persistent ignorance of tho West In
the matter of such distinction Should
they now be lumpd with Chinese by any
official action of the United States the
result would be disastrous in the extreme
nnd It would be many years before the
existing cordial relations could be restored

It may be said also with perfect truth
that there Is no real cause for alarm even
on the parr of the Pacific Coast States
The present Influx of Japanese Is

and an abnormal increase of the
ordinary tide occasioned by undue activ-
ity which the Government Is already sup-
pressing with much vigor

In the great Industrial development of
an empire and In tho opening of its mines
and various other resources there Is prac-
tically no problem of surplus speculation
Any restrictive measures on the part of
America Just now would not only be un
wise but unnecessary
