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TAUGHT BY THE ECLIPSE

Asironomers Learn Much Through
Photographie Observations.

Members of the Johns Hopkins Ex-
pediiion Deny the Western Report

‘That All Pictures of the Solar Phe-
nomenon Were Failures — New

Things Shown by the Negatives.

BALTIMORE, June 9.—The Johmns Hop-
kins eclipse party has proved the success
of its observations at Pinehurst, N. C,,
and the results of the photographic ex-
posures and observations at Pinehurst
and other places as made known yesterday
give substantial evidence of valuable addi-
tions to the physical kmowledge of the
sun.

These results contradict positively a re-
cent statement of Prof. Henry Crew, of
the Northwestern University, who was
quoted as saying that the observations of
the eclipse were total failures; that the
development of the plates has been a se-
ries of disappointments, and the great
question of the composition of the sun,
which it was hoped to answer more defi-
nitely, will be little nearer solution.

According to Prof. Crew’s alleged state-
ment, the instruments used were too pow-
erful, and instead of giving valuable re-
sults left blank records. Prof. Crew is a
leading scientist of this country, formerly
connected with the Johns Hopkins Univer-
sity, and the report was credited by many
learned men.

Prof. Joseph S. Ames, director of the |
Johus .ln; kins party, said yesterday that
Dr. Crew’s statement must have been in-
correctly reported, and that he had spoken
only for his own party at Griffin, Ga. He,
of course, knew nothing of the results at
other places, as they were yet undevelop-
ed.. The failure of the Griffin photographic
results was not due to the instruments,
but to an unfortunate negligence of an as-
sistant, the conditions for fine pictures be-
ing otherwise perfect. As
