other towns in Switzerland but such an
undertaking must be intelligently con
ducted or it will not
The right articles must be exhibited and
the right persons must be selected to
make sales to the small dealers through-
out the republic-

It took the Swiss people a long time
to be convinced because tho American

in Switzerland Hundreds of things are
produced by American industry that are
needed in the little Republic and would
find a substantial Tvelcome if the consum-
ers could be made to see their
This can only be accomplished
Utntly and tactfully presenting the ad
vantages of these articles to the Swiss
consumer The United States la too far
from Switzerland to send many commercial

Into the Alpine Republic Last
sent nearly 4000 agents

into Switzerland and the United States
only one A central sample depot Intelli-
gently managed would take the place of
the commercial representatives to a great
extent and the expense would be moder-
ate in comparison I would not however
