Brightrood The fighting was continued
duriBg July when the forces defend
ins Washington having been strengthened-
by the arrival of tho Sixteenth Army
tops from General Grants army and a-

part of the Nineteenth Corps the Confed-

erates retired General Early had under
his command about men The Fed-

eral loss in killed was about flfty and
the Confederate loss was estimated at one
half that number President Lincoln from
the parapet of Fort Stevens viewed the
fighting

General Early an article on his march
to Washington said that during Monday
July 11 he received a despatch from Gen
Bradley T Johnson near Baltimore that
Washington had bean reenforced by two
corps from Grants army I had there-
fore reluctantly to give up hope of cap-

turing Washington after I had arrived-
In sight of the dome of the Capitol and
had given the authorities a terrible fright

Xeivw of the Invasion

July 11 1864 contained an article on the
third page under the singleline head
small type onecolumn wide The Inva-
sion of Washington

The attention of the country has during
the last nine or ten days been attracted-
to certain undefined and desultory move
ments of the enemy in the neighborhood-
of Harpers Ferry

portion of the forces lately coop
erating with the army of General Lee in
the defence of Richmond after penetrating
the Valley of the Shenandoah seems to
have so far eluded the vigilance perhaps
we should say presuming on the careless-
ness of the Federal commanders In the
region of the upper Potomac that the na-

ture and extent of the Irruption wore not
developed until the enemy as It now ap
pears was able to effect an entrance into
Maryland with a considerable force mask-
ing its movements by what at first seemed
TO be little more than the predatory op
lions of guerrilla troops engaged in a ptuc
daring foray rather than meditating a se-
rious demonstration

But within the last few days It has be
come evident that a considerable body of
tho enemy has been detached on this ex
pedition in the hope doubtless of creat
ing a diversion in favor of General Lee by
exciting such an alarm for the safety of
