Italy It is impossible to understand what
they expect to gain by the crime It is
true that the kingdom is in a terribly bad
way both economically and eoclally It Is
taxed and rackrented monopolized and
robbed by officials national provincial
and municipal from end to end The ne es

cal bankruptcy and Its people are noto

Yet It is beyond question that the mur-
dered ruler was helpless to reform these
condition which he inherited or which
were imposed by political circumstancrs
impossible for him to control As far as he
had been able Humbert did try to ame-
liorate them He gave the larger part of
his civil list in works of charity and pub-

lic benefit He lived with Spartan fru-
gality considering his position for the
closing decade of his life and an ex-

ample of honesty and economy which it is
a pity his official countrymen have not
moro generally followed

Personally the dead King was a popular
character He was an able and fearless
soldier and earnestly devoted to the
and glory of Italy His death will
change conditions as far as the Italian

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GERMAN ARMOR PLATE

Enormous Profits Made by the Few
Manufacturers

Richard Guenther Consul General at
Frankfort has submitted the following re
port on German armorplate manufacture
to the State Department

In the report of the committee on naval
affairs of the German Parliament a letter
was read from Baron von Stumm one of
the armorplate manufacturers which he
said he was compelled to write In conse-
quence of statements In the newspapers

The business profits of the Krupp and
Dillinger works on armor plates he
had been stated at 41883000 The new

mor material at a cast of 525894000
Therefore even If it were taken for grant
ed that hnlf of the price constituted a clear
profit this would only amount to 13328
000 which divided over sixteen years
would bo S33OW annually or 116500 for
each

The manufacture of armor plate he coo
tinned was very difficult n1thln twenty
years the method of manufacturing has had
to be renewed three times The least

results In rejection which imposes
heavy loss For years the prices for

plates had not been raised although
wages and cost of raw materiel bad dou
bled

In answer to this letter it was argued
that the total demand for armor plate
based upon tho estimates for new vessels
and remodeling for the next sixteen years
would amount to the sum of 61880060
not to 2C94960 If therefore as would
seem to be admitted in the tetter half
were net profit this would amount to
3940000 which would be derived by only

two firms A net profit conslstlc of haT
of the contract price was exorbitant A
termination of the monopoly either by
the establishment of works by tho Empire-
or by pr rtlclpatlon of reliable competitors-
was urged The enquiry was also made
whether the nickelsteel armor of those
vessels which had to be replaced could not
again be used

The reprcsentailves of the Government
replied that an answer to this question
could not be glvea at present Inasmuch as
the condemnation of old armored ships so
far had not applied to nicklesteel armored
ones but only to common Ironarmored
ships and these armors are no longer used
