EPIDEMIC OF SORE EYES

Irof Grueiiiii A t riluieN Cause
to Pnlilic IlatliH

NEW YORK Aug 10 Reganling the
epidemic of sore eyes which has been trac
ed to the public baths Prof Emil Gruen
ing one of the bestknown oculists in
New York says

This epidemic is no novelty Its ex-

istence in New York has bean observed by
oculists for many years The free public
bath at the foot of Bridge Street Brooklyn-
is at present most prominently mentioned
but the malady has been and is contracted-
in various other similar resorts There is
no doubt that the epidemic has been fairly
general every summer for many years

Personally I do not believe that the
disease is necessarily acquired by Immer-

sion in water contaminated by sewage
opinion is that it comes rather from

use of towels Most oculists are practical-
ly unanimous as to the cause of the epi
demic There is no doubt in my mind that-
a large proportion I should be afraid to
say how targe of the young men who fre-
quent these public baths are sufferers from
contagious disasf They undoubtedly con
taminate the water and the baths are dif-
fused by a diluted poison This Is dis-
tinctly a question of public interest and
it should be rendered impossible for per-

sons suffering from contagious diseases to
enter public bathing establishments The
simplest method would be to examine each
bather

In my opinion the present free public
baths are unsanitary The only baths that
are sanitary are shower baths Have free
public shower baths by all means They
would be infinitely preferable to the pres-
ent system Here is a sood opening for a
real philanthropist

The disease itself is more uncomfort-
able than serious Its duration scarcely
ever extends over a period of more than
two weeks Its symptoms are somewhat
alarming the eyes become very swollen
and the lids abnormally puffed

To two cases are alike however Its
treatment varies according to the na-

ture of the case There are no fixed gen
eral rules that can be laid down for treat-
ment

I attach little importance to the state-
ments regarding the irritation of the eyes
experienced after surf baths by those sum
mering at the seaside resorts The eyes of
most people are sensitive to salt water
and the irritation produced after a sarf
bath is quite natural and not in my opin
ion symptomatic of any specific disease

The Case o IVIollie Fanclter
In the spring of 1SSO the case of Miss

Mollie Fancher of Brooklyn came into
public notice She had lain for ten weeks
in a state of suspended animation and her
case was a matter of great discussion
among the medical fraternity In my hum
ble opinion it was simply a case of human
hibernation The newspapers interviewed
prominent physicians upon the subject
among them Dr V A Hammond exSur
gecn General of the United States Army
who said he could readily dispose of the
subject He promptly pronounced Mrs
Fancher a fraud When his cruelly blunt
statement came into the newspapers Dr
Hammond found himself uncomfortably

Prof J R Buchanan of New York to see
Dr Hammond He was unable to obtain
an audience with him and the letter from
the professor received not the slightest
attention Then through the medium of
the York Tribune Times and
Herald Issued a challenge to Dr Ham

mond He denied ever having made his
1000 proposition I wrote the Herald

asking them to remibllsh the doctors state
ment which they did Then he said he
had never denied Finding himself in a
box with only one means of exit he un-

graciously said to tell that Minneapolis
medical tramp he could come on After
much dillydallying during which Ham-
mond insisted that I should go through the
fast at Bellevue Hospital for the benefit
