income of the Government for the last
fiscal year was nearly double that of a

come of the Government has been increas-
ing the expenditures also have increased
Every year from 1S75 to 1S03 showed a
comfortable balance in the Treasury at
the end of the fiscal year while from
1895 to the present tune there has been but

for a line to be fixed by an officer of the
United States Coast Survey and a Cana-

Col Charles Scott Venable died at noon
Saturday at his home in this city in his
seventyfourth yenr Since 1896 he has
led an inactive life having retired that
year from the active duties of his profes-
sorship in the departmentof mathematics-
at the University of VIrginia Some time
prior to his resignation his health began
to fan and he has not since been a well
man

Colonel Venable was born April 19 1S27
in Prince Bdwnrd county Va In 1856 he
was elected to the chair of natural his
tory in the University Georgia and in
1857 to that of mathematics and astrono
my in the College of South Carolina In
1860 he was appointed one of five commis-
sioners to observe the total solar eclipse
of that year and went to Labrador for
that purpose

with the Congaree Rifles in 1860
asa second lieutenant and went with them
to Charleston to take part in the attack
on Fort Sumter He was appointed on the
staff of Gen R E Lee In 1862 and con-
tinues there to the close of the war

He was then elected to the chair of
mathematics in the University of Virginia
where he continued for thirty years when
he resigned He was thereafter made pro-
fessor emeritus

To his labors anf successes as teacher
he added those of author and he has to his
credit a number of excellent works on
mathematics He was twice chairman of

faculty He was twice married and his
children are well known residents of Vir-
ginia and North Carolina

His funeral took place this morning

they left Canton and took refuge at Macao

Hcngkcng and Macao are filling up with
refugees both foreign and native Mrs
Fatten writes for 4i native Christians
are in as much danger and in many ways
more danger than the foreigners

We sent cablegram to you this morn
Ing saying that we were safe By this

it is on its way around the world to
you mat will soon resch you But the
queerest part of all is that you will prob-
ably receive it an hour or two earlier than
it was here when we sent It We sent it
this iHccning at 11 oclock Leaving a good
margin for delays yzf3wil receive it by
10 of this same morning

We sent the cablegram because it will
take at least a month before our letters
reach you In the meant irae great deal
might happen in Canton now Is
comparatively QUifet The consul has or-

dered all the women and children to leave
Canton and has recalled all the American
missionaries who are in the interior Quite-
a little colony of foreigners is being form
ed here i

Most of the men are staying in Canton-
If they feel it their duty to remain there
they will stay until the last moment But
ihose who are studying or are from the in-

terior have come here If they stay long
enough as the refugees did during the
French war they will open chapels and go
to work here There are a great many
Chinese here You know Macao is just off
the mainland

Great efforts are beirg made in Canton
