The victory of the allies In the taking-
of Pekin has changed the attitude of the
Chinese officials in various parts of the
Empire and most of them are now doing
their best to protect foreigners In many
quarters however on account of the pre-

vious attitude of the Viceroys and manda-
rins this is accomplished with difficulty
as the mobs do not understand the
change of heart in official circles The
Boxer element believes that since its mur-

derous acts of a few weeks sinco were
met with silent approval by the authori-
ties it is safe in committing xiolence upon

the foreign devils now The exhibi-

tion of justice at Hankow may have a
salutary effect the revolutionary ele-

ments there are hard to control and se-

rious trouble is expected to occur at any-

time
Since the landing of troops at Shanghai
