The State Department today made public
the official correspondence between the
Governments of the United States and
Russia as to their respective policies in
regard to China As will be seen both
Russia and the United States are opposed
to a partition of the empire and are in fa-

The Russian Charge yesterday after
noon made to me an oral statement re
specting Russias purposes in China to
the following effect

That as already repeatedly declared
Russia has no designs of territorial acqui-
sition in China that equally with other
powers now operating there Russia has
sought safety of legation at Pekin and to
help the Chinese Government to repress
the troubles that incidentally to necessa-
ry defensive measures on Russian border
Russia has occupied Niuchwang for mili-
tary purposes and as soon as order is re-
established will retire troops therefrom
if action of other powers be no obstacle
thereto that the purpose for which the va-
rious Governments have cooperated for
relief of legations in Pekin has been ac-
complished that taking the position that
as the Chinese Government has left Pc
kin there is no need for her representa-
tive to remain Russia has directed Rus
sian Minister to retire with his official
personnel froia China that the Russian
troops will likewise be withdrawn and
that when the Government of China shall
regain the reins of government and afford
an authority with which the other powers
can deal and wilt express desire to enter
in negotiations the Russian Government
will also name its representative Holding
these views and purposes Russia express-
es hopes that the United States will share
the same opinion

To this declaration our reply has been
made by the following memorandum
1iiitcd States Government Gratified
Memorandum in to time Russian Charges

oral communication made on August 23 1SOO
to the Acting Secretary of State touching
the purposes of Iluaia in China
The Government of the United States

receives with much satisfaction the reit
crated statement that Russia has no de
signs of territorial acquisition in China
and that equally with the other powers
now operating in China Russia has sought
the cafety of her legation in Pekin and to
help the Chinese Government to repress
the existing troubles The same purposes
have moved and will continue to control the
Government of the United States and the
frank declarations of Russia in this regard
are In accord with those made to the
United States by the other powers All the
powers therefore having disclaimed any
purpose to acquire any part ot China and
now that adherence thereto has been re
newed since relief has reached Pekin it
ought not to be difficult by concurrent ac-
tion through negotiations to reach an ami
cable settlement with China by which thetreaty rights of the powers will be se
cured for the future the open door assur
ed the interests property of foreign
citizens conserved and full reparation
made for wrong and injuries suffered by
them

So far as we are advised the greater
tart of China is at peace and earnestly de-
sires to protect he and property of all
foreigners and in several of the provinces
active and successful efforts to suppress
the Boxers have been taken by the Vice-
roys to whom we have extended encourage-
ment through our consuls and naval off-
icers This present good relation should
be promoted for the pence of China

While we agree that the immediate
objectfor which the military forces of tho
powers have been cooperatinsr namelY
the relief of the ministers at Pekin has
been ncccmpllsnecf there still remain the
other purposes wtoif h all the powers have
In common which are referred to in the
communication of the Russian Charge and
which were specifically enumerated in our
note to the powers of July 3

These are To afford all possible pro
tection everywhere in China to foreign
life and property to guard and protect alllegitimate foreign interests to aid in pre-
venting the spread of the disorders to oth-
er provinces of the Empire and a recur-
rence of such disorders and to seek a solu
tion which may bring about permanent
safety and peace to China preserve Chinese territorial and administrative entityprotect all rights guaranteed by treaty andinternational law to friendly powers andsafeguard for the world the principle ofequal and Impartial trade with all parts
of tho Chinese Empire

In our opinion those purposes could
best be attained by the joint occupation
of Pekin rnder a definite understanding
between thu powers until the Chinese Gov-
ernment shnll have been reestablished andshall be In a position to enter Into newtreaties with adequate provisions for reparation and guaranties of future protec

We consider however that a continued
occupation of Pekin would be ineffective
to produce the desired result unless all
the powers unite therein with entire har-
mony of purpose Any power which de-
termines to withdraw its troops from Pe
ida will necessarily proceed thereafter to
protect its in China by its own
method and that this would make
a general withdrawal expedient As to
the time and manner of withdrawal we
think that in view of the imperfect knowl-
edge of the military situation resulting
from the Interruptions of telegraphic com-
munication the several military com-
manders at Pekin should be instructed to
confer and agree together upon the with-
drawal as a concerteiT movement as they
agreed upon the advance

The result of these considerations is
that unless there is such a general ex-
pression by the powers in favor of contin-
ued occupation as to modify the views ex-
pressed by the Government of Russia and
lead to a general agreement for continued
occupation we shall give Instructions to
the commander of the American forces in
China to withdraw our troops from Pekin
after due conference with the other com-
manders as to the time and manner of
withdrawal

The Government of the United States
is much gratified by the assurance given
by Russia that the occupation of Niuch
wang is for military purposes incidental to
the military steps for the security of the
Russian border provinces menaced by the
Chinese and that as soon as order shall
be reestablished Russia will retire her
