Pekin reports that allies are preparing
t punitive expedition to Paotingfu to

burn the Boxer villages en route and in-

flict punishment for the murder of B2l
gian missionaries The expedition may
extend its operations further south

Advices from Weihaiwei state that

neseA despatch from Tsintau Province of
Kiaochow dated yesterday states that
500 Boxers recently attacked twenty
three soldiers at Lantsun and that forty
Boxers were killed The despatch fails
to identify the soldiers and gives no de-

tails
Prince Tuan is reported to be in hiding

within two days march of Pekin awaiting
the result of Russias proposition for
the withdrawal of international trcops
from Pekin

A news agency despatch from Hong
kong dated September 5 says that riots
are becoming frequent in Canton
natives are veering in favor of the Box-

ers They are enraged over the suppres
sion of native newspapers and threaten
the lives of the officials

Foreigners at Canton are in fear that a
general outbreak may occur at any time
They have taken every precaution possi
ble against a surprise and it is believed
that should the Chinese rise suddenly they
will suffer heavy losses

The semiofficial Gazette according to
a despatch from Cologne in commenting-
on yesterdays exposition of Russias atti
tude by the Journal de St Petersburg
says

These dispel the fears to
which the Russian note the powers gave
rise The emphasis repeatedly laid upon
the importance of united action and the
harmony of the powers shows that Russia
has no intention of impeding the existing
cooperation of the powers by inaugurating-
a new policy by herself-

It is worthy of note that the Russian
organ makes no mention of the evacuation-
of Pekin but attaches weight TO the sug
gestion that th representatives of the pow-

ers assemble in Tientsin during the con
ducting ofthe peace negotiations

This plan is not objectionable to the
powers who join Russia in the hope that
it will be unnecessary to extend military
operations beyond Pekin

Tcev W L Beard of the American
Board of Foreign Missions says in a let
ter As the rumors of Boxer massacres
were getting somewhat alarming God
opened the heavens and pcured down wa
ter till the houses by the hundred were
taken off their foundations and hundreds-
of high mud walls were laid flat The
falling walls crushed thousands of poor
human beings to death while as many
more were washed down the river Other
thousands were rescued from the roofs of
their houses by boats only to see their
houses fall or float away On June 28
the water at Foochow was two feet high
er than the oldest inhabitants had ever
seen it There wereso many deaths and
so much loss that the people in a great
many cases no attempt to procure
coffins in which to bury the dead

There is a possibility that the Republi-
can leaders will try to revoke the Chinese
Exclusion laws at the coming session of
Congress Prominent members of the par-
ty say that the Celestials have proven
themselves good citizens and have come
to be a necessity in the development of
the Pacific Coast It is stated that they
profess to believe that the Intense hatred
of labor unions for the Chinese has large
ly died down and that the time has come
when Mongols should be admitted into
this country on the same terms as any
other foreigners

Assistant Secretary H A Taylor of the
Treasury Department who has direct
charge of enforcing the immigration laws
thinks that the proposed change could be
made to good advantage

There is now no need for the Chinese
Exclusion law he said to a Times

yesterday It was a good enough
piece of legislation when it was passed
but there is no ionge a rush of Chinese
coolieo to this county and the causes
which made the law necessary have ceas
ed I should like to see it abolished so
that the Mongols could enter on the same
terms as any other foreigners At the
same time mind you I should raise the
qualifications demanded of all immi
grants for I think that our present laws
are too lax We get some of the worst
peoples in all the Old World here and the
Treasury officials cannot prevent their
entrance so long as the statutes remain as
they now are

I am disposed to doubt however
any measure doing away with the
Exclusion law can be passed at the com
ing session of Congress which is a short
term sure to be crowded with all kinds
of bills

Tlti hatred which was formerly felt
for the Celestials on the Pacific Coast
has largely passed away The Chinese
have proven themselves a most valuable
and necessary laboring element Today
they are more desired than white
for many classes of work and command
higher wages Fruit men and gardeners
who are looking for the best workmen-
to be had take the Chinese in prefer-
ence to native Americans The same thing
is true as to the Chinamen employed as

in households
objection to them seems to

be that they stay here merely long
enough to get a stake before going back
to China to settle They accumulate a
few thousand dollars and take the money
out of the country They are however

lawabiding people who are al
heard of as giving offence to

their white neighbors Certainly I should
rather have a lot of Chinese in the com
munity than the tsoim of lower Italy or
Rouraania who have settled here in the
past few years

This alleged purpose of Administration
leaders to let the Chinamen into this
country again is certain to cause the most
intense interest all over the West where
the Mongols now have a Tooting The
move has unusual importance Just at this
time when the President has committed
himself to restoring the Dowager Empress
to the throne of the Celestial Kingdom
