The subject of introducing American

shoes in Germany has often been written
upon by United States Consuls It seems
to be the general opinion of these who
have looked into the question that
is a market in this country for American
shoes True during the past few years
the trade in shoes has increased but to
nothing like the it should have
and that it will course of time
Why the sale of our slices in this coun
try has not assumed any great proportions-
is in my opinion due to the following
reasons

The first and perhaps the most impor-
tant one is that up to within a short time
ago the large shoo factories in the United
Sates were not ia a position to consider
entering into the export business I make
this assertion bemuse two years gen-
tleman in New York city was desirous of
importing shoes into this country and
wrote to the largest shoe factories in the
East Each factory in turn replied that
it was not in a position to consider any
foreign business as the orders on hand
were for more than could turned out
The demand In this country has been cre
ated by Americans residing abroad and hy
those Germans who have become familiar
with American footwear This has com-

pelled certain toe dealers to carry In
stock a small number of American shoes
The prices asked for these snoes are in
most cases too high and out of all propor
tion to their actual value It may bs that
the shoe merchants haveto pay more ror
these shoes because they are compelled to
buy through a commission house but in
any event the additional cost per pairs in-

cluding duty freight commission and in-

surance between this country and New
York should not exceed 25 cents In spite
of this fact 2 and sometimes 3 more than
the same shoes would ccst in the United
States are asked The German shoe deal
er who handles our shoes appreciates the
fact that those who insist upon wearing
the graceful and easy American article
would rather part with a dollar or two
more than be forced to buy a poor Ger-
man substitute As for Germans none
but the rich would even think of asking
for American shoes because they have
learned the exorbitant prices demanded for

themThe people of this country have
wrong ideas about everything of

manufacture The masses are
taught by the energetic and patriotic
hometrade shopkeeper that a manu
factured article to be expensive has but
to come from the United States So it will
be seen that American shoes are systemat-
ically kept out of the reach of the people
by the dealers putting up the prices-

I have endeavored to explain why shoes
have not been sold in this country now I
shall attempt to point out how they can be
successfully introduced and sold in large
quantities

First of all I take it that the conditions
at home have changed since two years
ago and the time has come when Amer-
ican shoe manufacturers are ready to con
sider the export field in a serious way
What I have to say in general with regard
to importing shoes into this country from
the United States to many other
lines of our goods It must be
considered that the trade in American
shoes in Germany is yet in its infancy
that our footwear is practically unknown-
to the masses

Our great Western porkpacking estab-
lishments would not put their agencies for
Europe into the hands of those who sell
German pork nor would a Connecticut
watch company give its European agency
rp a Swiss watch manufacturer The Ger-
man or Swiss could not help discriminat-
ing and would sell his own products first
Shoes cannot be sold in this country in
any large quantities as long as they are
placed In tile hands of German shoe deal
ers who not only can buy shoes on better
terms from factories in this country but
who without doubt have a great amount
of commercial patriotism a quality hard
ly known in the United States

American shoe dealers must work to
gether in their efforts to secure a hold
on foreign markets The day for under-
selling one another and cutting each oth
ers throats has passed To deal with
the export business a mutual understand-
ing must be reached

The people of this country in buying
shoes consider first of all the price and
therefore we must not expect to sell the
high grades of shoes here what is want
ed is a cheap shoe To sell low grades of
shoes it seems to me the best plan would
be to establish a large warehouse in Ham
burg or Bremen and open American shoe
stores in Berlin Hamburg Leipzig Dres-
den and Munich I am quite sure that
were merchants to adopt some such
plan they would not only be able to suc-
cessfully compete with shoe dealers of
this country but that merchants in small
cities would be compelled to offer our
shoes for sale at the regular retail
prices

A horse sweeps the manger with it almost
the instant he begins feeding and If it
touches upon 5nots or splinters keeps
of them afterward Before wallowing ev
en the dullest horse puts down his head
until the upper lip touches the ground
and turns slowly round and round feel-
ing thus all the spare upon which he
means to fling himself down and roll with
all his force If he finds sharp stones or
stubs or sticks he lifts his head and goes
in search of another place The lip also
tells him when the ground is mellow
enough to make wallowing a supreme
pleasure Though horses wallow in wet
weather sometimes coming up coated with
mud they do it apparently from a sense
of duty with none of the abandon they
display tossing and tumbling upon light
sunwarmed earth Often indeed they
jump from pasture into ploughland solely
for a wallow exactly to their minds The
wherefore of wallowing is still a mystery-
It belongs to the category of involuntary
motions along with stretching and yawn

strains credulity to hear how far a

horse will thrust his lip through an open
ing to reach and bring in a coveted titbit
Thus he gets apples lying just inside a
fence first pawing a hole in the earth upon
his side then half kneeling to reach under
his substitute for fingers Thus too he

to mouth lush grass springing up
the net of a dead brier clump A

thrust of the lip also flips up a gate latch
when he wishes to go through as many

jarring up and down work loose
fastens his stall door

Draw bars he learns to take down with
his teeth catching the bar fast and shak-
ing his head sidewise until one end is
jiggled from the socket Sometimes if
experience has taught him that a gate
is weak in either latch or hinges he runs
violently against it bears it down and is
off Horses in herd have spells when
jumping out or in is a necessity They
may be full fed have shade and water
everything indeed to satisfy a reasonable
animal not to say a wellbred one yet
out they go Where there is ra big range
that is to say wide commons they often
run for ten miles as hard as they can leg-
it then come trotting back in the most
innocent fashion to their own proper quar-
ters

It is not only blood horses that race
among themselves free of girth or rein
When a storm threatens horses of every
sort grow so full of running they needs
must race and jump Then in a wide pas
ture you may see sights such us no course
can offer In every herd there is a leader
usually a mare As the cloud mounts and
the air grows thick and lifeless she stops
grazing turns her to the wind snorts
then falls again to feeding but only for a
minute Her snort was a sort of bugle
call The rest answer it some with low
whlnnics She whinnies back flings up
her head and starts off on a trot looking
over her shoulder to see if she is followed
The rest come streaming after She breaks
into a sweeping run Round round fast
er faster always faster the herd follows-

It is a race for blood where the best
horse always wins Generally it Is not the
leader She may even be distanced in the
second round or the third Sometimes the
pastures circuit is made twenty times be
fore stopping The best horse gains some
times a whole round upon his mates It
is he who ends the heat When he has had
enough he slacks up turns sideways lifts
head and tail and whinnies shrill triumph
But time triumph never goes to his head

he is as submissive as ever com
ing or going jumping out or staying meek
ly at home quite as the lead mare or-

dains
In size hardly any other domestic ani

mal is so diverse as the horse The av-

erage weight of a standard Percheron is
near 2000 pounds a Shetland on the other
hand welsh less than 200 But ani
mals cross bred between the diverse races
are true horses not hybrids such as re-

sult from interbreeding of Asiatic and
South African asses Thoroughbred stock
all traces back to Arabia Percherons to
the barbs left behind by the Moors whom
Charlemagne overthrew in battle Only
the Percheron bulk could have carried the
weight of knights in armor But it is
demonstrable that weight for weight the
thoroughbred is stronger both in bone
and muscle than his big handsome feath
erlegged compeer-

John D Rockefeller has erected in his
burial lot in Lake View Cemetery Cleve
land a monolith quarried near Barrie Vt
which Is almost as large as the famous
Cleopatra needle The shaft is liftytwo
feet high sail seven feet square at the
base It rests on a base of three
huge blocks taken quarry
The base stone is square and 3 feet
thick the next block is 9 feet 2 inches
squares and 3 feet 10 inches thick while
the die is 6 feet 8 inches square and 7 feet
thick This gives the monument a total
height of 65 feet 10 inches making it one
of the tallest monuments ever erected to
mark the resting place of private indi-
vidual anywhere ih this country The only
inscription on it is the name Rockefel-
ler in large raised letters The cost of
the monolith and base stones at the quar
ries was about 50COO the additional ex-
pense involved made the total cost prob-
ably 560000

A similar monolith was erected in Rose
hill Cemetery Chicago by the late Long
John Wentworth to mark his last resting
place The Wentworth monument how
ever is not so great in its proportions
