Attempt to Destroy a Miner’s Hoase
in West Hazleton.
HAZLETON, Pa., Sept. 29.—An attempt
was made last night to destroy by dyna-
mite a house occupied by a Lithuanian
named William Shalialla, his wife and five
children, and five mzle boarders, in West

Hazleton.

Shallalla and his boarders are ail mine
workers in the Cranberry colliery, operat-
ed by A. Pardee & Co. These men are
said to have several times been threat-
ened by the strikers.

Last night Shailalla and his wife and
children were sleeping in a room on the
greund flocor and the five boarders were
asleep in a room upstairs. Shortly after
11 ¢'clock a tremendous report was heard
which awoke all the sleepers. They
rushed out of the house and as they did
so some one ired three shots in the near-
by weeds.

Investigation showed that a large dyna-
mite cartridge had been exploded beneath
the cellar window, just under the rcom oc-
cupied by the sleeping family. The explo-
sien tore a deep hole in the ground and
shattered the window panes but did no
other damage.
