But of course the veteran knights of
the red shirt content themselves with
merely kindling old memories and put
ting out in their minds eye fires many
years ago

In speaking of the tact that Washing
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ten has been the scene of some notable

W X Stevens Superintendent of
Bathing Beach today submitted to the
Commissioners his report of the opera
tions of the Bathing Beach for the season
of 1900 He says

The beach was opened to the public
May 30 and was kept open until September
16 In all 110 days The entries registered
number 45954 white males and 460 col-

ored and 1020 ladies in all 51575 The

The appropriation was 2OOO For the
firsttime in the history of the each an

account has been kept by the
superintendent of all expenditures and the
sum falls a little short of the

The only current expenses from
now to June I 1901 are the salaries of

the superintendent and the watchman
which amount to 490 to be paid out of

the above named receipts This will leave
about 360 to prepare for next seasons
opening unless the committee on the
bathing beach has expended money not
reported to the superintendent-

The sum of 975 was received for entry
fees to the swimming contest that closed
the season and was turned over to the
hairman of a special committee appointed-
to take charge of the The Lire
Saving Service rescued persons
and could not have been more efficient
even though two lives were lost The un
fortunate ones were William L Gaskins
who had resided with his parents at 3424
