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FOBIDDEN TO JOIN A TRUST.

Injunction Secured Against a Talk-
ing Machine Company.

PARKERSBURG, W, Va., Oct. 6.—In the
United States Court yesterday Judge
n granted two injunctions. One was |
to prevent the United States Gramaphone
Compary from geing into a trust aud the
other was to prevent the American Book
Company from selling Harvey's Grammar
in this State. -

The former was upen the application of
Frank Seamon, of Tarrytown, N. Y., who
claims to have had a coniract to buy the
entire output of the Berliner Gramaphone
Cempany, control of which was secured by
the United States Company. With the for-
mation of the Consoclidated Taiking Ma-
chine Cempany of America the United
States Company made arrangemenis to go
into the trust. Seamon instituted suit for
an ifjunction, and the court granted it,
prohibiting the United Stales Gramaphone |
Company from effecting or auempung-tol
effect a consolidation with the Consclidated
Talking Machine Company of America,
from canceling the contracts with Seamon,
and from disposing or affecting the value
of certain patent rights.

The other injunction was in the case of
D. C. Heath & Co. against the American
Bock Company. In 1895 the Legislature
adopted Hyde's Language Lessons, pub-
lished by Heath & Co. as the grammars
to be used in the schools, and the State
Board made a contract with
them for five years. Two years later the
law was changed, and the county boards
tcok the place of the State board. The in-
junction granted today prohibits the Amer-
ican Book Combpa from selling or at-
tempting to sell Harvey's Grammar to book
boards, teachers, and depositaries and from
submitting it to county’ schoclbook boards
for consideraticn or urging its adoption.
The question in another.form will come up
in the Federal Court at Martinsburg next
week.

| On the southwest side of the palace
we find apother and larger paved area

leading to what appears to have Leen
the principal portal ¢f the structure, as
distinguished from ti®» royal enirance on
the eastern front. We enter a long cor-
ridor, on each side of which are a series
of frescos representing male and femals
figures arrayed in rich costumes. Un-
fortunately, in many cases only the lower
parts of the'bodies have been preserved,
but a large fallen piece shows the figures
of two men to above the waist, draped
in long, flowing mantles. On the left
side the central figure is a woman, dis-
tinguished from the rest by her wide
flounces, and evidentiy a queen. In a
room near the northeast cormer were
found parts of a fresco in an entirely
new miniature style, showing grcups of
elaborately dressed young womcon, seated
in what seems to have been the harem-
lik of the palace and engaged in animat-
ed conversation. Mosi interesiing of all
is the well preserved form of a graceful
vouth or maiden—it is not easy to de-
termine the sex—holding aloft a tall,
slender vase, and apparently walking in
a sacrificial procession. The color is still
wonderfuily fresh and the outlines are
clear and well drawn. A strange fasci-
nation is attached to the beautiful life-
like figure, this visitant 1rom a long for-
gotten world, racailed to the light ¢f day
and the gaze of mankind from a night of
three thousand vears.

On the same side of the palace are aiso
the royal magazines or storerooms, ap-
proached by a long corrider which leads
to a succession of twelve apartments.

long. He rows out to the rocks on the
ebb tide when the water is smc-oth
enough so that he can see the bottom
clearly. The moss is very dark green,

and looks black in the deep water com-

pletely covering the roek on which it
grows. The mosser reaches down with
his rake and gets its teeth filled with

the stunted plants, which grow c<¢n’y
three or four inches high. Each rakeful
is dumped right before him in the widest
part of the dory, and on flocd tide,
when the water gets too deep for f\}rlher
work, ‘the mosser rows back to shore.
e great black heap of moss covers up
his legs and rises a foot or more above
the sides of the boat. In deep spots it
is possibie to work only a short time
before and after dead low water, but in
other places the mosser can rake on
three hecurs’ ebb and three hours’ rise,
giving him six hours to a tide.

After the moss has been gathered a new
crop will grow in a few weeks, so the
mosser gzoes repeatedly over the same

i ground, and learns the bottom so thor-
| oughly that he can sometimes work on the

night tides when the water is smooth.
While a man can gather $5 and even $10
worth of moss on a fair day, there are
many days when he can gather none at
all. Stormy weather means a setback not
cnly in gathering, but also in curing the
moss, and in any weather there is also
danger from a disease like rust that gets
into the moss and renders it unmarket-
able.
