These are the great trusts of the coun
try Mark Hanna the other day said there
were no trusts and yet his platform
adopted by his convention at Philadelphia
denounced trusts and said his party was
opposed to them It took Mark only twen
tyfour hours to come off his perch and j

he said that he meant in the eyes of the
law there were no trusts because the law
was sufficient to deal with them And if
Mark had wanted to go a little further he
might have said there were no thieves in
the world because there was a law against
them

Plenty of Trusts
But fellowcitizens there are trusts

there are monopolies which have been cre-

ated by virtue and under the protection of
the laws which Republicans have enacted
They have reached out and seized upon al-

most all the profitable avenues of business
in which men as individuals have been ac
customed to engage At almost every sta
tlpn along the Delaware Railroad is the

sign and emblem of one of the
greatest trusts in the United States the
Standard Oil Trust Near every station
you will see a large tank into which is
pumped from cars the oil which you are
compelled to have to light and heat your
homes It has only been within the last
few years that these tanks have been
erected and wherever they have been the
Independent dealer who sold oil to your j

family or drove around and delivered it at j

your house has been forced out of business
This Is the great Oil Trust

Go into a grocers store and ask him
the price of sugar and he will tell you that
eometimes it will be up half a cent and
sometimes it will be down half a cent but
that he does not fix the price It is fixed
by the Sugar Trust and the merchant gets
only his commission

Buy a pound of white lead and you con-

tribute to the White Lead Trust Buy a
plug of tobacco and the Tobacco Trust gets
Its profit Buy a bottle of glue and the
Glue Trust gets its rakeoff You can
not put a sewer in your house unless the
Glazed Pipe Trust or Tube Trust taxes
you and gets the money in its treasury
Under the tariff law Democratic orators
have told you that you were taxed from
the cradle to the grave for the benefit of
private individuals and under the trusts
as the beneficent Republican laws permit
them to exist you are taxed from the
cradle to the grave because when you are
burled a coffin trust gets its share

right Why Mark was simply perpetrating
or attempting to perpetrate a lingo joke
which did not work Is there a coal trust
One hundred and forty thousand coal min-
ers on strike in Pennsylvania know what
the coal trust means They know that
work as they may at the end of the
month only an average of 4 in cash is
paid to them They can get things at a
store at double prices they can pay
275 a keg for powder worth 125 and in

proportion for other things But the net
result of all miners work is said to be in
cash at the end of the month about 4

Mark who knows the owners and man
agers of the coal trust which are the
coal carrying railroads in the anthracite
regions of Pennsylvania hopes to settle

great trouble which in ordinary
times would defeat a party He goes to
his friends not in Pennsylvania not
Wilkesbarre or Scranton where these
miners live but Mark Hanna goes down
Into WallStreet to the heads and con
trolling forces of the great railway cor-
porations and at his pleading they agree
to advance the miners wages 10 per cent
provided any reduction they make in their
powder shall be counted as a part of that
10 per cent Then all the trust newspa-
pers gleefully announce that the strike is
settled

But it is not And the men in Penn-
sylvania who have been little better than
slaves that their organization shall
be recognized that agreements shall be
made for them by that organization and
that they shall not be compelled to pay
outrageous prices us they have done to
the trust which by raising the price of
warmth causes the people to shiver

What is the effect of all these trusts
Why fellowcitizens they are barring the
door to all the avenues of individual en-
terprise and work The trusts are mak-
ing it Impossible almost for a young and
energetic man no matter If he has a reas
onable amount of capital to start out on
Independent lines to achieve success and
a competence by his own exertions They
are making clerks and underlings of com-
petent merchants they are driving them
on to take somebody elses orders and
lowering the standard of manliness in
that wRy
