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<“What is the measure of prosperity that
ed to you? The country is now in
war. Is the prosperity which you enjoy
adequate to the demands of family life,
with something over for the contingencles
of age and sickness? With war before you
and before the country, any improve-
ment in yo condition possible? Is not the
promise 1 vain promise? Arnd where is the
security

“The evils and burdens of which we have
speken are not conjectural; they are ac-
tual: they are evils and burdens which now
rest upoza the country, and which are to
continue while the war shall last.

“Without your endorement of President
McKinley, his re-electioa is so near an im-
possibility that the contingency does not
merit consideration. His re-election can
be secured only thrcugh your support.
Thus vour own fortunes and the fortunes
of the country are in your hands.

The Weather Buareau o Conduct
Tests With Red Signal Lights.,
“If the penple of this city should hap-
pen (o see in the tower of the Postoffice
building in the course of a few days a
largn 'antern.sending forth through the
dark oght at regular intervals red sig-
nals,” said Chjef Moore. of the Weather
Bureau, this;morning, “they must not im-
agine Tor a moment that they are signals
of distress or danger, or signals having

a political meaning,

“The Weather Bureau is simply testing
il lights as a means of communicating at
night forecasts of storms. If the experi-
ment proves satisfactory it will no doubt
be adopted for service along the seacoast
and in the Great Lake region.”

Prof. Moore said that the strongest
lens made throws a white oil light for a
distance of only fifteen miles, while red
light is visible at a still smaller dis-
tance.
