the kindhearted chaplain who

His methods were In singular contrast
To those of the notorious Lieutenant Aus-
tin Although the new system at Winson
Green was based on humanitarian prin-
ciples Admiral Tinklar found many ways
by which he could alleviate lot of
his charges O e of these was aboli
tion of the dark cell to which a pris
oner might be consigned for fourteen days
at a time It occurred to one of the
Birmingham magistrates to try the effect
of such confinement on himself

Admiral Tinklar placed him In the cell
shut the door and left him in Cimmerian
darkness A few minutes sufficed to

the magistrate of the awful horror
of the place and acting on his represen-
tations the Governor ot the Jail wss only
too ready to abolish black hole and
to substitute for it one to which a little
light is allowed to enter

He would have been more than human
however if during his long period of
prison rule he had never fallen into the
snares set by the old Jailbird Some time
ago a man who had spent the greater
part of his life within prison walls sought
an interview with Admiral Tinklar and
so impressed him with his desire to re
form that the Governor actually persuad-
ed the Home Secretary to remit the term
of imprisonment which he had to serve
