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YERKES ADMITS DEFEAT.

Kentucky Republicans Give Up the
Gubernatorial Fight.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., Nov. 12.—Republi-
can State headquarters were closed this
morning and as far as the State campaign
committee is concerned, ithe fight is over.

It was decided today that =no contest
for Governor would be filed by the Repub-
:icans against Beckham, but that four Re-
publican candidates for Congress who are
Zefeaied on the face of the returns should
file confests and demand that Congress in-
vesiigate the election in Kentucky.

The Republican committee gives as its
reasons for not coniesting the guberna-
torial election the fact that if a contest
should be filed by the Republicans the
Democrats would retaliate by contesting
the election of Judge O’Rear as appellate
judge and the Goebel State court would
count him out.

The electicn of O'Rear is regarded by
Republicans as of more importance than
even the election of Yerkes as Governor.
