Trip to Uc Made In Use Heaviest
Weather and RonKhest Sea Some-

Time In 3Inrcli Inventor AVI11 En-

deavor to Prove Assertions of
Foreign Experts to Be Unfounded

NEW Nov test to the
utmost the capabilities of the Holland
submarine boat one of the six vessels of
that type now building in the Nixon ship
yards In Blizabethport Is to be taken
across the ocean That Is a summary of
what John P Holland inventor of the
submarine boat which hears his name
said last night Five of the six boats be-

ing constructed for the United States
Government and the other is Elec
tric Boat Company which controls the
Holland rights and patents It is expect
ed that this one will be launched January
next and active preparations will then
be begun for the proposed transAtlantic
trip Mr Holland expects that it will not
be later than the middle of March

While I dont regret particularly that
you nave heard of the proposed trip
said ilr Holland we had hoped to keep
it quiet until the starting time To be
gin with I maintain that every Holland
boat now being built can cross the ocean
under her own steam When the one to
be launched in January Is ready we will
wait for the roughest sea and heaviest
weather we can expect and then make
testing trips of from one to two thousand
miles on the deep sea One of the trips
will probably be to Cuba We will man
her with a fal crew which is ordinarily
seven men I will be on board and one
other member of our company who Is
anxious to make the trip will also be
with us He does not care to have his
name mentioned now There will fcs plenty
of room for us as we could carry wenty
men If necessary-

As the long deep sea trips will bo en-
tirely experimental we will as a pre-
cautionary measure lave a tender de-
spite the fact that we have no fear of the
result This will be a ship of probably
flf ten hundred tons burden and will carry
an extra crew and all machinery and parts
which would become necessary to the
submarine boat under whatever emerg
encySome time ago an eminent German na
val architect Prof Busbey In a lecture on
Germany said absurd things about subma

boats which include ours Among
others he said that their low stability
would make them uncomfortable in heavy
sea or weather Prof Busbey Thorney
croft of England and others who have
belittled the submarine boat as a thing
of practical and valuable use do not seem
to appreciate the merits of our boat For
that reason i proposed to our company
that we cross the ocean to demonstrate to
them that our craft Is directly the oppo
site to their general deseriCtioa of sub
marine boats that it will sail iie rough-
est seas exactly as does a raft that It
cannot be easily discovered when at work
In a harbor or elsewhere and that It la-
the most comfortable passengercarrying
vessel that could be constructed and of
course the fastest

We will prove that our boat will not
pitch or roll in any sea as well as we dis-
proved the belief at Newport that a tor
pedo or shell would crush our boat like
an eggshell even striking It

When we make the trip across the
ocean we will take the southern route
touching at the Bermudas and going
thence to Lisbon In our trips heretofore-
we have arranged to confine our opera-
tions to a radius of 500 knots but by
crossing the ocean we will also

the fact that we can carry a large
amount of fuel without inconveniencingo-

ur crew or hindering the speed of the
boot

HUGE HTnVTATT FOSSILS

Done of n Prehistoric Race FonniTI-
JJT a MLsHourl Farmer

ST LOUIS Nov 19 C W Beehler a
farmer living near Montesano Mo forty
miles south of St Louis has discovered
the fossil remains of three enormous hu-
man beings who apparently thrived In
some prehistoric era The bones were
found at a depth of forty feet In a rock
formation which had preserved them
probably many centuries They were soft
when first removed to tint surface but
hardened under the action of the

and have the appearance of petri
faction which is dispelled by close exam-
ination

The skulls are much larger than the
heads of the present generation of men
and it Is estimated that if the bodies
were in the same proportion they must
have been about or ten feet tall The
bones dug up with the skulls seem to
corroborate the theory of the gigantic
stature of the prehistoric human race

The discovery may give sufficient data
to scientists to establish the real miss
ing link The form shape and weight of
prehistoric animals have been determined
with less material as a basis than has
been found by Mr Beehler

One skull is almost intact and although-
it is the smallest of the three It shows
that it must have been a giants frame
that supported it Whether it is the cra
nium of the muchsought missing link in
his transformation state between the low
er animals and man of a higher type sci-
ence alone can determine Near where
these human remains were found the
farmers have been digging up relics with
the plow on the surface and with the
pick In sinking wells for many years and
an area for forty miles seems to be a
veritable graveyard for prehistoric ani-
mals of all descriptions

Mr Beehler has collected relics which
archaeologists have pronounced the re
mains of monstrous animals now extinct
They are found together in great pro
fusion the bones of a mastodon lying
mingled with those of other prehistoric
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The multitude of the fossils In one cir
cumscribed spot is as much a puzzle to
the scientists who have visited the place
from St Louis the Smithsonian

and other seats of learning as the
wonderful finds themselves Beehlersdiscovery is by far the most Important
find yet made in that district and he
Intends to show the tones to the pro
fessors of Washington University at StLouis tor their opinion He has a turn
for collecting the fossils he hears of inhis neighborhood gathering them as care-
fully as a boy with his first aggregation
of postage stamps
