conference between the President and

Secretary Hay at the White House this
morning before they left the city

Hay then returned to the State De-

partment and prepared the notice which
was then sent out by Assistant Secretary
Hill Minister Conger was also furnished
Kith a copy with special instructions as to

his immediate actions
It Is thought that the new plan Till

meet with general satisfaction as the
peace negotiations have come to a halt
and there Is now no hope arriving at a
satisfactory conclusion within many
months if at all while the matter is in
the hands of the ministers It is thought
that by wiping out all that has been done

and undone the new commission start-

Ing afresh can arrive at a speedy and
satisfactory settlement

The notice recommends that The

Hague be chosen as a meeting place
since each Power desires its own capital-

as the choice As the Netherlands lias-

MILES EXONERATES LEWIS

The Captains Connection With the
French Gun Mar Explained-

Sent to Europe to Study Modern
Appliance Purchased
Xo Secrets Whatever

Lieutenant General Miles in an inter
view this morning exonerated Capt L N
Lewis Recorder of the Bourd of Ordnance
and Fortifications from anycharge that
he had secretly obtained the workings of
the French field gun carriage It ap
pears from Generi Miles statement that
tha French Government ha made no se
cret of this gun since the beginning of the
autumn maneuvres In Prs ace early this
fall He quotes from th November num-

ber of Arms and Explosives a London
military magazine to siv that the forti
fication attachef of ail tLe Powers were
enabled to st the working of the gun
quite plainly General Miles said

The public Is liable to be misled into
supposing that there is great mys
tery concerning the subject The fact Is
that the progress that has been made in
artillery In the last few yearns iy Ameri-
can inventors several of whom have gone
to Europe and established their factories
there has beer very remarkable spe-
cially in such tastances as
Lee Maxim ali others

It is a fact that xLc entire German
army was resupi Iied with artillery be
fore it was generally known to the rest
of the world and it Is also a fact that
the French have made a great improve-
ment in a piece of artillery which for a
time surprised and mystified inventors
and artillerists

For a time its peculiar construction-
was unknown outside of a few persons-
in France but when guns are placed in
the hands of hundreds of artillerists and
have to be taken apart or are destroyed-
or captured and when they are as
were this year during the French maneu
vres before the eyes of anyone who de
sired to see them in action it Is folly to
presume that the inethod of construction-
or the means of jnoducing certain

will not become generally known
There never has been a time when the

importance of marine or quickfiring guns
has attracted mere attention or been more
generally discussed t an during the past
year Captain Ltvia was sent to Europe-
as other officers have teen sent every year
and as others are now there to ascertain
all that could be ascertained in regard to
modern artillery or appliances of war He
was not furnished any funds with which to
purchase any secrets there was no ne-
cessity for using nor were there used any
methods which were not honorable and any
insinuation that questionable or dishonora-
ble methods were used is simply an unwar-
ranted reflection upon the Secretary q
War and every other officer concerned

General Miles then read the following
from Arms and Explosives

The French 75mm Field Gun After
making a point of absolute secrecy for a
couple of orniore the French au-
thorities seem to have rome to the conclu-
sion that they can ho longer maintain the
air of mystery surrounding the construc-
tion of the new 75mm 295 inches gun
At the maneuvres two years ago gen
darmes were specially detailed to keep all
strangers at a distance from the batteries
but this year there was a total absence of
such precautions and the foreign military
attaches were enabled to working
of the guns quite plainly An explanation
of this change of attitude Is doubtless to
be found in the fact lhas several batteries
equipped with the new gun are under or
ders for service In China where they can
scarcely be maintained under absolute
conditions of secrecy

In any case it Is always extremely
doubtful whether the air of mystery
adopted by all Governments with respect-
to Inventions of r presumably exclusive
character deceives anyone but the au-
thorities themselves We can remember
the disturbance caused by the theft of a
Lebel rifle some years ago when every-
one who had an interest in knowing its
constructive details was already in pos-
session of the required information Pos-
sibly there are few rare instances of
warlike appliances being kept up the
sleeve of different Powers The Brennan
torpedo is supposed to be a case in
point But as regards material that
comes into daily use and is distributed
through a branch of the service the in
telligent enquirer can generally learn all
he wants to know in one way or another

Sent There

CHATTANOOGA Tenn Nov 24 It has
developed that the recent visit of Gen-

eral John R Brooke Commander of the
