FPolicemen E. J. Duval and G. J. Bur.

tom Quit Active Service.

Police circles learned last night of the
retirement from the force of Privates E. J.
Duval and G. J. Burton, both attached to
the Secord preeinct station, to take effect
today. The appointment of Nils Clements
and G. A. MecDonald, as privates of the
first class to 8)i the vacancies, is.alse an-
aounced. Priv..te Duval will hereafter re-
ceive a pension monthly of $50, while Pri-
vate Burton is retired on a2 monthly pen-
sion of $40. Physical disability is the reas-
on for their retirement.

Thirty-two years agoe Policeman Duval
became a member of the Metropoiitan po-
lice force. He had served four years prior
to his appointment in the Union- Army,
from which he was discharged at the close
of the civil war. He is a member of ihe
Grand Army of the Republic, and has
passed through many interesting experi-
ences during his connection with the
force. Duval, for fifteen years past, with
the excepiion of a few intervening years,
has been attached to the Second precinct
station. Shortly after his appointment on
the force he went to the Fourth precinet
station, in Southwest Washington, then

| noted for 1's tough characters and numer-

ous dives. While there Duval witnessed
he killing of Policeman Boyle by Mrs,
Shea, at the home of the latter on Mary-
land Avenue, near Seventh Street south-
wesi.
