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More dullness and more slight declines
in prices all aver the list vras the story
of the early market today The public
buying has ceased entirely and the pro
fessionals are preaching and practicing
their theory that there will be lower
prices before there Is any material ad
vance The outlook is for declines laterthis week and perhaps during the bal-
ance of the year The reaction may not
last longer than through next week say
There will be buying on the recession by
people and later the public will come in
again and make another boom This at
least is the outlook for the market as
some of the most careful people see it
Purchases should be made i at all at
this time the best securities and
with ample margins Small people will
perhaps do well to keep out of the market
for a few days longer The next advance
will be a line one in all probabiliyy It
should last with few interruptions well
into the spring and carry the level of
prices many points higher than they have
been yet A traders rally was looked for
today or tomorrow by the professionals
hut it is not likely to be more than sur-
face fluctuation over in a day

There was a rally in Wire common
stock this morning as had been expect
ed after the large decline Federal Steel
common was also fairly strong The in
formation comes from an excellent source
that the 5 per cent dividend on Federal
Steel common is assured It is probable
