Though 3t is a centennial observance a

little more than a century has passed
since the event which Is being commem
orated The transfer of the seat of
Government from Philadelphia to Wash-
ington was completed as far as the cr-
ecuiiye offices were concerned by June 15

1800 When the first session of tie Sixth
Congress adjourned at Philadelphia on
aiay14 1SOO It was directed that the
second session to begin on Monday No

Member 17 1800 should be held at Wash-
ington though because of the tardiness
of members of Congress a quorum in
both the Senate and House of Represen-
tatives was not obtained until several
days after the time get

Nature gave to the Centennial Day su
perbcweather In the west during the
morning and in the east during the after
noon the slcy was a hazy blend of soft
erey and winter blue A gentle wind
came out of the south and gave an easy
motion to the flags that swayed anti swung
above the citys roofs and rustled the
bunting that was festooned on walls of
bricfcand granite

During the early morning there was a
Sunday stillness upon the city but this
slowly Jgjive way to the murmuring of
crowds cad the climax was reached when
lands and soldiery appeared in the streets

Probably the earliest scenes of acti-
vItyln connection with the Centennial
were In police circles squads of men he-

ing shifted from point to point Prepara-
ilons were also early making for roping
In the streets through which the proces
slonwas to pass

At tlie White Iloase-
Ajt the White House there was an air

of quiet until perhaps a little after 930
when some of those who had received In
vitations to attend the reception given
by the President to the visiting Govern-
ors began to arrive within the grounds
That reception began at 10 oclock

At the conclusion of this Cot Theodore
A Biagham United States Army exhi-

bited the models and drawings of the
proposed extension of the Executive Man-

sion and when these had beeir duly In-

spected Col Bingham delivered an ad-
dress In which he told the story of the
White House giving its history from the
inception of the design till today and
garnishing his address with suggestions
as to building should be improved
and enlarged

Following Colonel Bingham District
Commissioner Macfarland spoke of the de-

velopment of the District of Columbia dur-

ing the nineteenth century and Leslie M
Shaw Governor of Iowa spoke of the
development of the United States during
the isame i period These exercises took

OLD GLOBT JiViS
A Profusion at Decorations IB

I ats of the City
A hundred thousand sags were afloat to-

day a thousand for every year of the
Nineteenth Century for every year of
Washingtons history The city was like
a wonderful birthday cake covered with
myriad mementos of the years that
gone J

A wilderness of Jags and hunting along
the line of march of the parade and a
generous array orthe national colors nil
over the city would have told of the
Centennial Celebration if there had been
nothing of all the days programme-
As the citrs distinguished guests
escorted from the White House to the
Capitol every Government building and
every private establishment flew the Stars
and Stripes making Pennsylvania Ave-
nue a hrllliant picture despite the unlov
liness of of its buildings and blank
places The very atmosphere was of a
brighter color

The State War and Navy building was
effectively decorated with great flags on
its Avenue front a dozen wide expanses
of the nations colors each being held and
centred by the American shield Against
the told grey granite o the building the
bright new colors made an especially gay
and Inviting appearance Across the Ave-
nue State War and Navy build
Ing the Bureau of American Republics was
decorated with tbe manyhued flags of the
republics of NOiih Central and South
America

The Treasury Department building had
perhaps thy prettiest and most artistic ar
rangement of the national colors Float-
ing over the north front were many
grouped together in a stand their poles
planting away from a common centre

east front was a draping of the col-
ors over the central portico and above it
03 the white walls an arrangement of
nags Into one color mass with the poles
radiating away from the centre

The Postofiice building had drapings of
flags on its north front and on Its Dig
tower an attempt had been made at deco
ration in the shape of a single rosette on
the north expanse of stone and another
on the east front The other Govern-
ment buildings all flew flags In more than
the usual number

Of the private decorations qf course
Pennsylvania Avenue showed the greater
number out It was notlceahle that the
patriotism of the citizens had led them to
fly the national emblem in eli parts of the
city Seventh Street was mass of color
far up toward Florida Avenue and Ninth
Street and F and G Streets also showed
the flag generously

The Riggs Bank Building on the corner
of Fifteenth and Pennsylvania Avenue
opposite the Treasury the old RfgcsL
Imilulnff that Is almost as old as the cur
Itself bad many rosettes and streamers
The Higgs House and the Metropolitan
Bank were both decorated effectively
Flags flew from the old Corcoran Build-
ing The new Hotel did not
show the colors on its yet uncompleted
walls but between it and the Ebbltt
Rouse hung in midair an immense Sag
that made a very pretty effect It was so-
high above the street that from Pennsyl-
vaaia Avenue the rope support could not
he seen and It seemed to poise between
earth and sky

Thc newspaper buildings showed a
wealth of color on their walls The Times
Building was notable for the simplicity

general ibarmcny of its decorations
none but the American being used
One of the prettiest effec near the cor-
ner ot Seventh Street was the grouping
of colors on the stone of the Bank
of Washington

multitude

Brightest of sunshine Tjluest of skies
and such a balmy winter atmosphere as
only Washington can boast of lent un
sual zest to the enjoyment of the day
Best of all there was not from beginning
ta end a single incident to mar the digni-
