ART OF PLANTING—T_BEES.

Simdy ef Greai Importance
Western Farmer.

George B. Ludworth, Dendrologz
the Division of Forestry of the Agrieul-
tural Department, in speaking of “The
Forest Nursery,” says: “The art of rais.
ing forest iree seedlings and planting
trees is but little krown among farmers,
for whom it"has very great economic in-
terest.

“For the farmer of the Bastern wooded!
couriry, the stuly of how to grow tress
has not yet reached, nor is it likely to
reach, the same degree of importance as
for the Western farmer. The BEastern far-
mer has often to consider only what
trees shall be alewed to grow wup and
what shall be introduced, while the West- |
ern farmer has to consider what may be |
grown and how. The greater interest cen-
tres about the Western planter bacause |
of his great need for wood material, and |
als: because the growth of trees under
his conditions is most difficult.

“The importance of eslablishing wood
Jots or sheiter belts on farms that lack
them is no less obvious than the neces-
eity of raising the staple crops. The prov-
jident farmer cznnot afford to buy Sre-
wood, fence posts, or building timber any |
more than he can afford io buy corn and
wheat. A part, if not &fl, of the wood |
material used on the farmi can and should ;
i be grown there. The profit on this {im-
ber rightly belongs to° ithe farmer, ard
it is therefore one which’ economic ag-
riculture cannot neglétt.

“The relative value of wbod lots in the
prairie region and the woecded East is,
of course, different. To the prairie far-
mer the possession ¢f ‘2 wood lot affording
posts, rails, poles, and firewood is of very
great importance, sinee, Deing in a tree-
less region and distant from the sources
of wood supply, he wolild otherwise te
‘compelled to pay high priees for such ma-
terial. The F-stern farmer is less de-
pendent, even tiouzh his wood lot has
been cut off. for he lives in a wooded
country where posis, fuel, and lamber are
“comparatively cheap.
