There was plenty 1o eat and
in the diferent dining rcoms of the es-
tablishment were to be seen weli-ordered
groups of people eating and mgking mer-
ry together. The keepers and wardens,
of course, kept close watck over their
wards, but there was a manifest loosen-
ing of restraint in many cases. It was
eviient to the beholder of the scene that
crazy pecplé as well as sane ones eat
with relish and good appetite what is set
Not all., of course, were in
condition to appear at table on Christmas
Day any more than any other day, ard
they were seen eating by themseives or
being fed by careful attendants. :

It was explalned to the reporter that ar-
rangements had been made for an enier-
tainment In the hall of the institution this
evening, which ail, except the most help-

iess of the inmates, wouid be allowed to
tend. A Christmas tree-is tc be gorgeous-

ly lighted and filed with tingei and glit-
tering gew-gaws. A special effort is made
to make ii resplendent to delight the un-
fortunates shut away from {he scenes
wkhich <elight their saner relatives. In
conmecilon with the Chrisimas tree will be
the distribution of gifts to everyone pres-
ent. One of the attendants will be dressed
to impersonate Santa Claus, and under his
direction severz! thousand pounds of nuts
anc candy are to be distributed.

Besides the Christmas tree theére will be
a moving-picture exhibition, after which
there will be a dance. In this all who de-
gire to de so will participate. It is said
that the inmates of St. Eligsbeth’s who
bave taken part in these ertértainments
have looked forward to the eveat with hap-
Py anticipaticns. They will talk of it aft-
erward for days, and that is m red-letter
day in their dreary existence.

Extensive preparations were made for
the celebration of Christmas at the Wash-
ington Asylum. Superintendenf Stouter-
burgh had given orders that-the inmates of
thr workhouses, the almshouses, and iae
hospital should be fed with extra fare, and
should be given & sensible reminder of the
fact that today is Christmas.
