new Philippine Information Society L
K Fuller says that the society is
composed almost entirely of expansionists

antiImperialists and nearly all of the
members as far as known were supporters
of McKinley at the late election Since
the election says Miss Fuller and espe-
cially since the publication of General
MacArthurs report there has been a feel-
ing among these people that there was
more is the Philippine case than had
been put before the public that perhaps
there was more to be said for the Filipinos
than was generally known and that there
could be no right action in the case until
the facts were leerned This conviction
led to the formation of the society as
has been announced Uj the regular
despatches

It is the purpose of the society to re
main absolutely Impartial to color its
publications on neither side nut to put
before the people the unquestionable facts
as far as they can be learned from orhjfi
nal and reliable sources The society nas
correspondents in the Philippines who are
trying on the spot to get Information
Inaccessible in the United States Mem-
bers of Congress are requested to tend
information and President McKinley him-
self has given his approval to the project
It is thus hoped to put the plain truth
before the people upon the vital points
in cur relations to the Filipinos

From the personnel of the society It Is
evident that there is no connection be
tween the organization and the antiim
perialists though some of the matter
which the society has given the public is
the same that has been published by the
