believed by the Secretary of Agriculture-
as well as the officials of the Weather
Bureau that the efficiency indicated by
such transmission overland is sufficent to
operate successfully over several hundred
miles of water The apparatus used is
moreover capable of further improve
ment

I hope said Secretary Wilson the
time Is near at hand when the great
number of craft employed in the coast
wise commerce of the United States and-
over its great inland seas will be placed
in instantaneous communication with the
numerous stations of our Weather Bu-

reau which are located at all important
ports The matter is one of such gteat
Importance to our commerce that I have
authorized extensive experimentation
which from the success so far atiending
our efforts will be vigorously prosecut-
ed

Another Important addition to the work
of the Weather Bureau in the near future
will be the beginning of special storm

for the North Atlantic Ocean a
step made possible both by the use of the
reports received from the West Indies
the Bahamas Bermuda and those to be
received from the Azores and Portugal
through the new cable system connecting
Usbcnv the Azores and New York cIty
Arrangements have been made already by
which daily observations will be received

of the Weather Service as the commerce-

CHICAGO Jan 16 The city of Chicago
is doing more toward reconciling the
American public to the pawnshop than any
other city in the United States It Is a
fact that in spite of its utility the pawn
shop has been forced to brave a more vio-
lent storm of antagonism than any other
commercial institution Men who have
established such a business with most
honorable motives and wlth a genuine de-

sire to help unfortunate individuals while
earning a legitimate interest on money
loaned have been unjustly hampered by
the dealings of conscienceless brokers
The latter taking advantage of their cus-
tomers need for ready money have ex-

acted exorbitant interest on sums ad-

vanced on articles of real value and in
this way created against the institution-
a prejudice as involuntary as it is un
reasonable

And yet the establishment with all its
drawbacks is too provident to ever fall
into disuse It is a truth that any insti-
tution which affords a means of relief for
a vast number of people will be suooorted
by them Many a man argues that it is
better to resort to this method of raising
money than to ask a personal loan of a
friend All sorts and conditions of men
are included among the patrons of the
pawnshop from the rsrv rich with nu
merous pawnoMe articles und no ready
money to the very poor with few belong
ings to pledge anti no chance of earning
money

By the organization of the Pawners So-

ciety of Chicago this evil will be obviated
to a great extent in that city The mod-
ern Shylock has found s competitor in
this institution which threatens to under-
mine his business of preying upon the un-

fortunate in his hour of greatest need for
it is being talked of In other cities A few
years ago one of the churches of Roches
ter conducted a pawnshop upon a smaller
scale and without the idea of making a
profit in the business It was not long
successful and the secret of its failure
perhaps may be found In thevery fact that
it was of a semicharitable character
While the CMengo pawnshop makes gen-
erous concessions as to time valuation
and is not permitted to ask more than the
legal rate of interest yet it Is managed
with the purpose of making a profit upon
the money invested and it has succeeded

The institution was created by an act
of the Legislature which with the high
standing of its board of directors two
of whom are appointed by the Governor
of the State and the mayor of the city
respectively gives it a respectability and
prestige that is Impossible for the ordi
nary pawnshop to obtain The society be
gan Its business operations a little over a
year ago and from the very first was at
tended with success After the first six
months it was found necessary to increase
the original capital of 30000 to 100000
in order to meet the growing demands of
the business Quite recently this sum had
to be augmented by a temporary loan of
20000 ia order to carry on the work un

til the next meeting of the stockholders
Although many of the ventures of the

society have urn re-
sults have exceeded the most sanguine
expectations of the directors This is
true of not only the actual profits real
ized but of the number and value of the
articles which have been pledged and the
amount of money which has been ad-
vanced upon them The final opinion of
those who have taken a conservative view
of the venture is that such an

can be made not only a business suc-
cess but that a large number of indepen-
dent selfrespecting persons in need of
temporary financial assistance will gladly
patronize it

In a recent communication to the Mu-

nicipal Journal and Engineer John V
Farwell jr who is president of the board
of directors said More money is needed
at once if the society is to increase its
business and its Sisefulness in the com-
munity

Considering the results achieved the
directors have no hesitation in saying
that the stock will undoubtedly earn 10

per cent per annum and that semiannual
dividends at the rate of 6 per cent per an
num the maximum allowed by law can
be regularly and safely declared Al
