In our own country papa and mam-
ma have been in familiar use for some
300 years at least They probably reached
us from Italy where their use was of
much older date Dante uses mamma
in the Purgatorio Words of this
are often in common and familiar use
before they find their way into the writ
ten lan of books so that it would not
be easy to say when papa and

were first heard among us but one of
the earliest literary traces of their use is
to be found in Lylys Euphues 1579 an
Italian story crammed with curious ver-
bal absurdities for the most part copied-
or imitated from the Italian fashions and
affectations of the day From that time
instances of the use of one or the other
of the words or of both are fairly com-
mon in literature

Another familiar and childish variant is
dad or daddy pad or tad as

the earlier form is is a pure Welsh word
and Is of great antiquity The Lords
Prayer begins in Welsh with the words

Eta Tad or Bin Dad the first word
of the phrase meaning Our Dad
with its derivatives dRuuy and dada
has long been familiar in the mouths of
English children Like pap It was
doubtless in use many years before litera-
ture took note of it still it is found more
than two centuries ago In a burlesque
poem attacking James II The doggerel
contains both dad and dada Dryden
too in a translation of the twentysev
enth Idyll of Theocritus has the line

But Main and Dad are pretty maples to Hear

There are curious differences in
the present day pronunciation of both
dada and papa In the country and

country town districts for instance of
Northeast Ireland children of the poorer
and less educated classes all say dada
with the accent on the second syllable
This is true also of some of the eastern
Irish counties Kilkenny and others and
the same pronunciation is common in
South Lancashire and South Wales and
in LJurham Papa again becomes pap
pa in Cheshire where mamma is also
accented on the first syllable If we go to
the United States variations in the pro-

nunciation of papa may be found in al
most every State Perhaps the common-
est forms are popa and momma In
Indiana the Hoosier Stat the most
familiar is the very absurd popsy The
maternal correlative however is not

mopsy though it is hard to say why
this has not followed as a matter of
course

The Social vicissitudes of papa and
mamma among ourselves have been cu

rious Their uf was formerly entirely
restricted to tui upper classes but they
gradually filtere4 downward till people of
a class which sixty or seventy years ago
had probably never heard the words or
at all events had never dreamed of us-

ing them taught their children to say
papa and mamma as being more
genteel than father and mother or

daddy and mammy When the change
was effected the upper classes reverted-
to father and mother and left their imi-

tators to the enjoyment of the ancient
baby words George III a hundred and
forty years ago addressed his mother as

mamma but royalty does not affect
that mode of speech today

Children of a larger growth have other
equivalents for father and mother Boys
who think that they are too big to use
the tender sounding names which were
familiar to their infancy talk of the
pater and the Governor is

another colloquial variaul which has lit-
tle to recomnien it

Sam Weller addresed his father by that
name but Sari had quite a varied selection
of epithets for his revered parent He
addresses him as old fellow and old
codger and announces him to Mr Pick
wick as the old un When the ol J gen-

Zoos MmlO l y Artists to Stiunl for
Wilder nesses

One of the developments of the modern

art of faking i5 the manufacture of
bogus photograph of wild animals which
are supposed to have been taken under
circumstances of extreme difficulty In
fact no kind of photography is quite so
difficult as this because tile beasts and
birds of the forests must be approached
very closely in order to make their por
traits large enough on the plate

It Is all very easy however for the in
genius fakir who makes his snap shots
by daylight in a zoological park the nega-
tives or prints being afterward touched
up in such away as tp eliminate any sug-
gestions of wire fences or other accessor-
ies of the outdoor menagerie Having got
his pictures he labels them in a suitable
manner and writes an article to go with
them describing the extraordinary

and hairbreadth escapes whieh he
encountered on a trip through the wilder-
ness during which the portraits of these

wiltS and often ferocious creatures were
taken

Only a short time ago a fakir of this
kind obtained from the superintendent of
the New York Zoological Park a number
of excellent snap shot pictures of animals-
in the collection there which had been
taken by the superintendents own photog-
rapher To supplement these he secured-
a number of other photographs similar
in character from the Zoological Park in
Washington Then he exhibited the entire
lot as having been taken out in the wilds
For example a bear in the Zoological
Park at Washington was located in the
Maine woods and a dear old Billy goat
beloved of Washington children was de-

scribed as iesperate and wild
