was made of the execution He was hang-
ed a stout rope to a tree and a pla

to negroes pinned to his
back The town was soon in the hands of
the mob and the local officers made no at
tempt to control it

After King had been hanged the mob
went back to the jail for Montgomery The
Jailer had hidden him away and for an
hour nook and corner was searched
for him At last he was found and brought
out on the square almost corpse
of King He maintained his inno-
cence but had the mob be
come by this time that he was hanged
without trial

The two bodies were left dangling in the
air until sunset and thousands of people

on night the coroner cut
them jury found that the men

i came to their deaths at the hands of
parties a peculiar fact being that

some of the same persons who acted on
the jury were members of the mob The
