Yales President Predicts an Em-

peror at Washington

Regulation of the Trusts Xecewsary
to Ircveiit tilt IJest ruction of 1oy-
nlar Government iu toii

Startled by the Prophecy
BOSTON March 1L We shall have an

Emperor in Washington within twenty
five years unless we can create a public
sentiment which regardless of legislation
will regulate the trusts

With that sentiment last evening Presi-
dent Hadley of Yale startled a congre-
gation largely made up of the richest
church society in New Old
South President Hadley delivered the
third in a course of Lenten addresses in
the Old South by college presidents

specific topic was The Development
of a Public Conscience He said

How do things stand as regards the
need of a public conscience in this coun-
try today The American standard of
personal morality is on the whole high
as compared with other nations and other
ages have developed personal virtues
through individual conscience very well

But our actions in politics and in
and business sense proved our

moral standards In these directions des-
perately low

There is an appalling contrast between
our methods of dealing with each

individuals and the low standard ob-

served in dealings between different parts
of the whole organization of society Com-
petition used to prevent a man from prac-
ticing great extortion upon his neighbors
even if he wanted to and In politics we
once had at least a rough form of relative
justice

But today with our industries
into trusts and the imperialistic spir-

it developing in politics the general de-
velopment of the principle of trusteeship
will become appalling unless we cultivate
a higher standard of morality than ever
before

Legislation will never protect us from
the evils of trusts or of deteriorated poli-
tics The essence of a trust is that you
must trust the head of it to exercise his
power wisely or to abuse it according to
the kind of conscience he possesses

Trusts have got to be regulated by pub-
lic sentiment and that public sentimen-
ts not mcrely the opinion of any par-
ticular part of the whole people but is a
readiness to accept In behalf of the com-
munity restrictions independent of the
question of whether you or I shall fre per-
sonally harmed by these restrictions

You say the community will not be
governed by this principle We must ex-
pect that the community will however
for the alternative is an Emperor In
Washington within twentyfive years
Public affairs can no longer be played as-
a game but must be directed by an in-
telligent and active public conscience In-
dividual effort is helpless and hopeless

This is the opportunity of the church
hungry for something to do Its function-
as a disseminator of information has been
appropriated largely by the press

The church has the sympathy of the
best men and must proceed to make
Christianity and patriotism synonymous
and both synonymous of the worlds prog
ressThe public conscience must awak-
ened as nineteen hundred years ago
Christ awakened it and it can be done If
we continue to preach the Gospel which
he presented
