Temporary Permit to Herdsmen
The State Department has received a

report from Mr McCreery Secretary of
the United States Legation in Mexico in
regard to the complaints made by Ameri-
can citizens that the Mexican customs au-

thorities At Sasabe Sonora refused to
issue to owners of cattle straying into
Mexico permits to enter Mexico Mr Mc
Creery sends translation ot a note from
the Mexican Secretary of the Treasury
which quotes from a report by the Rega-
les custom house as follows

I have the honor to inform the general
direction that during the last two years
aid on the frontier of SOnora which
forms the fiscal jurisdiction of the cus-

tom house under my charge the passage
of American stockmen who periodically
come into Mexican C6nt ry to collect
their stock has not beeiiffrohibited as
the Department of the Treasury has au-

thorized such passage since September 15-

To all people interested in womens
rights and dress reforn Vienna ought to
be Immensely Interesting Equal rights
are most noticeable among the peasantry
Women take mens places besides lilting
their own spheres in between times and
there isnt a murmur against it The
peasant women wear huge cavalry boots
and short skirts As wraps they use
whatever they happen to have an old
castoff coat of their husbands or a
shawl and on their heads they wear any
thing or nothing To their backs are
strapped baskets which are loaded until
the wearers bent nearly double or
else they put the smallest member of
their family iu a sling made of a shawl
and carry It on their baths A peasant
woman is seldom seen without a muff of
dilapidaiNl fur

Often thor carries a hod of bricks or a
shovel or pulls a wagon with one hand and
wears her muff on the other She seems
fond of this muff although there are ab-
solutely no traces of sentiment or affec-
tion to be found in her face and some-
times she lets her husband or a son warm
his hands in it as he sits on the edge of
the curbing watching her send shovel af-
ter shovelful of earth up out of the trench
in which she stands A few feet front her
Is a woman using a jack and a bit farther
on are other women all working their way
down to the gas pipes without the slight
est objection on the part of the men

I stood fifteen minutes on a bitterly

The prospect of an early opening of
navigation on the Great Lakes and the
preparations made by the Treasury Bn-

reau of Statistics to continue its work
inaugurated In 1900 of gathering statis-
tics of that commerce lends interest t a
review of last years business on the
lakes compared with that of earlier years
A review of this character has just pre
pared by tnt bureau The entire cora

aiid of the territory contiguous thereto
has been embraced within the century
which has just closed und the more in
teresting phases of it are presented by
the record of tin past ten years Prior
to that tme the growth been by
leaps and bounds interspersed with pe-

riods of depression and during the live
years following 1S75 when rail competi-

A statement has been prepared in the

office of the Comptroller of the Currency
giving some results of the operation of
the gold standard law as applied to na-

tional honks This covers the period from
March 14 1500 the date of passage of the
law to March 13 10M In that time the
numlxar of national banks increased from
2617 to 4iX 6 and the authorized capital
rose from nG3dS 5 to 839ZS It is
explained that the increase in the number
of banks WitS due chlefljvto the authority
given in the new law for the creation of
banks with u capital as small as 25000
but a cart of the increase in the tital
capitalization is attributable to the in
crease in capital made by some of the
large banks of the country and not to
the organization of new banks

The number of new banks organized
with a capital of less than Sod 000 was 332

with a gross capital of S747H09 The
iiumbr of new banks organized with i
capital of SoOOOO was 141 the
capital being 15075069

Applications within the year for the or-
ganization of new banks amounted in all
to S4 although 206 of these proposed in-

stitutions had riot actually been organized
ui to the end of the year

Concord Jfattrhez Destroyed
by u Fire

NEW ORLEANS March 20 A telegram
announces the complete destruction y
fire near Natchez Miss of Concord
one of the finest antebellum mansions in
the Mtestsssippi Valley The building was
erected Jii 17S3 for Don Carlos de Grand
Pre was Governor of Upper Lou-

isiana during the last days Of Spanish
rule in Louisiana

The structure was a beautiful one of
pure Spanish architecture built largely
of marble with a circular Might of mar-
ble steps leading up to the second story
the marble and other material having
been brought from Spain Originally call-

ed Grand Pre the name Concord was
given to it by Governor Gayoze as sym-

bolical o the unity between the Spaniards
arid Indians The building was occupied
by two Spanish Governors Carlos de
Grand Pro arid Gayozo de Lesson

At the time ef the American occupation
De Grand Pro was Governor of West
Florida now a part of Louisiana with
his headquarters at Baton Rouge He was
kilf I at the capture of Baton Rouge in
1SW when the American colonists of the
country threw off the Spanish rule and
established the Republic of West Florida

After De Grand Pre left Concord it was
Orcupied by his sdccessor Don Stephen
Minor of Philadelphia It remained in
the family of the Minors until a few yearn
ajo and was the scene of grand enter-
tainments in antebellum days in hoiOr
of lafayette Gen Anthony Wayne and
other famous personages It was at one
time the home of the original character
of Edward Everett Hales novel The
Man Without a Country

The last entertainment of note at
cord was given by the Duke and Duchess
of Manchester on the occasion of their
recent visit to Natchez The proprty
was owned by W Stephen Kelly formerly
of Natchez the new President of the
Fifth National Dank New York
