His Brilliant Record as a Soldier
and Statesman

Entered tlie Volunteer Army During
the Mexican War an n 1rlvnte A

Prominent Figure the Civil
Conflict His AVorlc in Congress

John Alexander Logan soldier and
statesman was born in Jackson County
Ill February 9 1 His father Dr
John Logan a native of Ireland when a
young man settled In Maryland but re
moved to Kentucky then Missouri and
finally to Illinois lIe served several
terms in the Illinois State Legislature
having been chosen as Democrat and
held several county offices

Logan was educated at a common
school and also under a private tutor
going to college at Shiloh in 1S40

Upon the breaking out of the Mexican
war he entered the volunteer service as
a private but was soon chosen a lieuten-
ant in the First Illinois Infantry He
rendered good service as a soldier and
for some time acted as quartermaster of
his regiment At the cessation of hostili-
ties with Mexico he began to study law
with his uncle Alexander 2 L Jenkins
and in 1849 was elected clerk of Jackson
County Illinois but resigned to continue
the study of the law In 1S51 he gradu-
ated from the Louisville University and
on being admitted to the bar became his
uncles law partner As a lawyer and
orator he soon gained considerable promi-
nence

He was first elected to the Legislature
in 1K2 and again in 1S5S At the end of
his first term he resumed his law prac-
tice with such success that he was soon
chosen prosecuting attorney for the Third
judicial district Having removed his
residence to Benton Franklin County

he became in 1855 Presidential elec-
tor on the Buchanan and Breckinridge
ticket In 1S5 he was elected to Congress
from Illinois as a Douglas Democrat and
was reelected In In the Presiden-
tial campaign of that year he earnestly
advocated the election of Stephen A
Douglas but on the first intimation of
trouble front the South he declared that

Lincoln he would shoulder his musket-
to have him

In July 1SC1 during the extra session of
Congress called by President Lincoln he
left his seat overtook the troops that
were marching out of Washington to meet
the enemy and fought la the ranks of
Colonel Richardsons regiment in the bat-
tle of Bull Run being among the last to
leave the field Returning home in the
latter part of August he resigned his seat
in Congress organized the Thirtyfirst
Illinois Infantry and on the 15th of Sep
tember following was appointed its colo-
nel At Belmont In November he led a
successful bayonet charge in which a
horse was shot under him He led his
regiment in the attack on Fort Henry
and at Fort Donelson while gallantly
leading the assault received a wound that
incapacitated him for active service for
some time afterward

Upon reporting for duty to Geaeral
Grant at Pittsburg Landing he was
made a brigadier general of volunteers
March 21 1SC2 and took an important

part in the attack upon Corinth and sub-
sequently was given the command at
Jackson Tenn with Instructions to guard
the railroad communications In the sum
mer of 1S62 his constituents urged him to
become a candidate for reelection to Con-
gress but he declined saying In lila letter

I have entered the field to die if need
be for this Government and never

to return to peaceful pursuits until
the object of this war of preservation has
become a fact established

During Grants northern Mississippi
campaign G T tal Logan commanded the
Third Division of the Seventeenth Army
Corps under General McPherson and
was promoted to be major genet
al of volunteers to rank as such from
November 29 1SC Ho participated in the
battles of Port Gibson Raymond Jack
son and Champion Hills Durirg the
siege of Yieksburg he commanded Mc
Phersons centre and on June 25 led the
assault after the explosion of the mine
His column was the first to enter the
captured city of which he was afterward

SUetch of the Man Who Designed
the Statue

Franklin Simmons the sculptor of the
Logan statue and pedestal was born
January 11 1R12 at Bath Me He is

on both sides from the early set-

tlers of New England Samuel Simmons
his great grandfather was an officer In
the Revolutionary army He was with
Washingtons small force during the try
ing ordeal of the winter at Valley Forge
Samuel Simmons was born in Rhode Isl-

and and after the Revolution with sev-

eral others soldiers settled In Maine
Further than a love for music there Is

no record that any member of the family
other than the sculptor ever exhibited
any artistic talents or tendencies

Simmons from infancy showed a de
light in pictorial representations and his
Interest in art was manifested when he
first became acquainted as a child with
the lives of painters and sculptors of the
old art World

At that neried in the city of Bath there
were few works of art and there were
very few sculptured monuments in the
whole of New England At the age of
sixteen the youth made his first visit to
Boston andsaw for the first time in the
rotunda of the State Capitol Chantreys
statue of Washington It was then he
decided his career in life At the time
there was apparently no work for a sculp
tor which would provide remuneration-
It Is not surprising that his friends
and relatives rosardjd with dismay his
determination to engage in so perilous a
pursuit ills talent in producing likeness-
es and his ability to carve out portraits
created an interest which him
to proceed with his p His first
attempt at a portrait statue was a statue
of Major General Berry who was killed
at ChaneellorsiUe-

Mr Simmons was entirely self taught
in the technique of his profession The

unexpectedly opened for him to
Washington fai the winter of l S 6d anti
here he arranged for sitting from nearly
all the leading generals of the army and
the members of Cabinet it was
at this time that Rhode Island offered
him the commission to make the statue
of Roger Williams for the Natidanl
Capitol which now stands la Stat-
uary Hall This commission enabled him
to carry out a long cherished wish to visit
Europe He settled In Rome to lit
IfS and that time has maintained
a studio there

Mr Simmons own tastes led him to de-
vote his labors to ideal works But orders
for portrait busts and public monuments
were more abundant and he consequently
divided his efforts between portrait and
Ideal sculpture His first Ideal work was
the infant Moses This was eminently

and fowal immediately a pur-
chaser in MrrAppleton of Boston This
work was followed with Medusa
Miriam Pe elope and others which
have been several times reproduced in
marble in different parts of the world

Among his portrait statues are those of
Roger William King and Gen-

by Queen Elgin Canal and Sparks
Streets were badly damaged by fire and
water

The flames fanned by high winds
spread ylth from the thea-
tre to the hotel and before the guests
could be aroused the electric light wires
had been burned out and the whole house
left in darkness Guests aroused by the
clanging of the fire engines and half
stupefied by the smoke groped their way
through the dark hallways to windows
from which they were rescued by the fire

menWomen screamed and fainted and the
servants on top floor fled in a panic
down the trampling upon each
other in thei haste to reach places of
safety Fortunately all escaped with
their lives but many are sufterhg from
shock and exposure as well as with
bruises

The entire fire department was turned
out else there might have been a horrible
loss of AFfe For some time it was feared
that the fire would get beyond control
andfle conflagration of a year ago in
whieb S20000908 damage was done would
be repeated

The Russell House stands In the very
heart qf the city opposite the postefSc-

3Ir Swnrtz Refuse to Give Way to
MayorElect HlsiUIe

COLUMBUS April 3 Mayor
elect John N Hinklejwhp was sworn Into
office Monday but whose bond the Repub-
lican City Council failed to approve last
night will make another attempt to take
possession of the mayqias office by force
today Both Mayor Swartz and Mayor
elect Hinkle spent most of the night In
the mayors office at the City Hall and
it is purely a legal question as to which
has an official right there

Mayor Swartz and his advisers hold
that Mr Hinkle cannot take possession
until the council approves his bond This
the City Council failed to do simply re-
ferring the bond to the finance committee
fer examination and report

Mayorelect Hinkle and his attorneys
claim that the approval of the bond is a
mere formality and not necessary before
the new mayor assumes the duties of the
office The law requires that the Incom-
ing mayer skull qualify within ten days
Eight of them have elapsed It also re
qoires that he shall file a bond of 1600

for the faithful discharge of his duty This
requirement has also been met but the
Council and Direetor of Law declare that
this requirement is not complete until the
bond has beta passed upon An effort
was made to have this action performed
but the Council by a party vote refused-
to do so

The refusal of Mayor Swartz to surrend
re his keys and turn over his papers has
caused a deal of speculation the general
impression being distinctly unfavorable to
the outgoing officers whom the uninform-
ed believe are endeavoring to suppress
something of an important nature

For Mayor Swartz it is asserted that
he is elected for two years He did not
assume the dutes of his office until April
17 1SS3 although he applied for it four
days previously Mayor Black at that
time asked to bi permitted to serve out
his full term and the request was granted

This morning shortly before 1 oclock
Mayorelect Hinkle acting on the advice
of his attorneys Franklin Rubrecht and
John J Lentz performed the first official

by appointing C C Phllbrock Direc-
tor of Public Safety The new director
at once took the oatHwCoffice It is ful-
ly claimed the case is covered by the
