Epidemics tn Fiction
has written a work entitled

How to Write a Novel A Practical
Guide to the Art of Fiction To judge
by the number of books which have
been written during the last few sea-
sons by people who had nothing in par
ticular to say one might suppose that
the advice contained in this work had
been generally followed

The forlorn and unhappy specimens
of the senus novel which are turned out
eVery year in great numbers are due
in large measure to the love of Imita
tion which man inherits from his
simian ancestors and which within
certain bounds is a source of incalcula
ble benefit to the human race It
is sometimes difficult to determine
whether some particular novel is a
oense iience of a success achieved by
some other novel or merely a symptom-
of a fictional epidemic It may be one
and it may be the other but just as

o ie people always take diseases wore
quickly and in a more violent form than
i hers
tJcular kind of fiction when it sweeps
over the literary world takes most
complete possession of those whose sen-

sitive nerves strong Imaginations and
therough training enable them to do
most with Jt and so that first novel of
the epidemic is likely to be the most
successful

There have been at least half a dozen
literary epidemics within the last two
decades and while they have given us
a few successful and books
tHey have resulted in an immense
amount of trash The amount of trash
resulting rom one success depends

on the ease with which that
success may be partially duplicated
After the tremendous vogue of Tril-
by for example there were few imi-

tations f It because the Latin Quar
ter of Paris in the fifties cannot be
accurately described by anyone ho
has not been there and such people In
the year ef grace 1892 were few and
far between On the other hand An-

thony Hpes Prisoner of Zenda was
followed by several dozen romances
mojieled more or the same plan
because it is not so very difficult to
construct a story with the scene laid
in an imaginary principality of eastern
Europe where almost anything might
happen and nobody can positively say
that the wildest adventure did not oc
cur Even du Maurier himself could
not duplicate Trilby while Mr Hope
Hawkins has done over his Princess
Plavia in at least three or four other
heroines

Humorous books are safest from the
plagiarist because a funny thing ceases
to be funny if It is done too many times
Mark Twain has not set a fashion

nobody has ever caught his pe-

culiar whimsical trick of writing but
the solemn realism of Howells has
aroused scores of literary photograph-
ers who have brought their little ko
daks to bear with varying success on
the mighty questions of life and death

Two literary epidemics are at pres-
ent troubling the community Another-
Is just fading into oblivion What Ihe
next will be only a prophet can telL
One of the epidemics at present raging
with scarcely abated violence is that
started by the phenomenal success of
David Harum This kind of novel Is
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comparatively ea y to do It has no
plot and only one character who must
say dry things and conceal beneath a
gruff exterior a
infants The scene must be a small
coantry town and the conversation
that of the loafers in the local grocery-
or the young people at a church so-

ciable
Another epidemic is that of the melo

dramatic romance This appeals to time

inexperienced writer or the hack nov
elist because of the ease of its con
struction The ingredients are first a
willful and unaccountably perverse
heroine beautiful of course and scorn-
ful of the hero next a hero big and
strong enough for a pugilist possessed
of inexhaustible forbearance toward his
lady love a temper like tabasco
sauce for everybody else third a vil-

lain of djre so deep that he would make
a black mark on midnight fourth
faithful retainers and a few Indians
soldiers or other minor characters
thrown in to make up the local color
It is easy enough and it makes a pic-

turesque play for the matinee girl af
terward

The epidemic which is almost over
but has possessed magazines and pub
lishing houses for some fifteen years
past is that of the beio the war
novel of the South It is doubtful if
any lost cause ever had such a good
chance to exploit itself as the Confed-
eracy has had since the war The novels
which have been written by Southern
authors are simply legion and in prac-
tically all of them the Southerner is
represented as an absolutely perfect
sentleman the Northerner as more or
less a clown and fanatic and the beau
ties of the patriarchal system of slav-
ery are set forth in colors so glowing
as to make one wonder why anybody
should ever have objected to it There
is no hint in any of these hooks that
there was any abuse or violence con-

nected with slavery or that it was any
thing but the3jest possible system in
the best of worlds It is curi
ous but time may explain other
novels

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THE TAN AGRA FIGURE FRAUDS

How the Boston Mnsenni Stntncttc

BOSTOX April 16 The report f f the
curator of classuJu antiquities of the
Boston Museum of Tine Arts contains an
interesting account of the manner in
which the spurious Tanagra figures were
built up The report forms a part of the
twentyfifth annual report of the trus
tees of the museum and the PMt relating-
to Tanasra frauds is as follows

During the autumn the unhappy discov-
ery was made that a number Of our terra
cotta statuettes were either wholly or
partly spurious numerically
these formed but a small proportion of
our collection of terra cottas they were
among the most graceful and attractive
possessed by ihii1 museum and some of
them had been cpulkr favorites In our
showcases for overtwfenty years It was
perhaps for thfs that the an
nouncement of tfie discovery and of the
fact they had withdrawn from exhi-

bition attracted the attention of newspa-
pers in various parts of the country and
was reported even in the London press
As some of the accounts then published
were not tvithout exagseration it may be
well to recapitulate the facts here by-

way of record
The specimens iondimned were mainly

among those in the case labeled From
Tanagra in the1 recent arrangement of
the collection In this case were only
those of the arid later Tanagra types
the archaic Tanagra figures being in an
other case which contains archaic figures
from various sources In the Tanagra
case were twentyeight statuettes twen
tythree of which were given to the mu-

seum in one lot in 1S7D and the other five
at various times since Of these five on
was found to be wholly modern although-
an excellent imitation two were so ex-
tensively restored as to be of little val-
ue in a collection which pretended to in-

clude only originals and two were
Of the other twentyrthree only one

was found to be wholly genuine Conse-
quently out of the twentyeight figures in
the case only three are now on exhibition-

Of the rejected figures a considerable
number were as I have since learned
largely of a Greek who fre-
quented the excavations of the cemetery
at Tanagra which were made In the ear-

ly seventies and there collected quanti
ties of the fragments that had been taken
out of the and carried them home
and pieced them together as best he
might making as many whole figures as
possible out of them The pieces which
he thus put together did not always be
long to the same figure heads were fre
quently supplied frOth others and made
to lit by filing scraping or cutting or
else by filling out the shoulders with clay
or plaster so that the lines should coin-
cide and missing parts of the body
sometimes quite extensive were supplied-
In the same materials

Even when figures were fairly complete
although in fragments he Injured their
value by concealing the cracks filling
them over so that it is now Impossible-
to tell just how far his own work was
carried without entirely removing the
outer coat ot color and dirt In regard
to the heads the removal of the modern
paint from one example showed that the
head Itself was genuine though compos-
ed of small fragments but the face was
so much injured as to be no longer at-
tractive He had therefore covered it with
plaster In which he modeled an entirely
new set of features There appear to be
other instances of like treatment but
the extent to which It was carried can be
determined only by wholly removing the
colors

Having built up Ills figures in this man-
ner he gave them the appearance of being
intact by applying to the whole surface a
mixture of color and dirt imitating traces
of the pink blue and other shades which
are frequently found on the genuine ex-
amples and making these traces more or
less extensive as suited his fancy The
dirt completed the effect of genuineness
and thus his wares were sent to market
Therefore whatever genuine fragments
these figures may contain their external
appearance Is wholly falser and to an
swer QuestiOn which has often been ask
ed If we were to remove all the modern
colors the restored ar misapplied heads
the and the parts which

not belong together what remained
I fear make but a sorry showing

when placed on exhibition The investi
gation was this radical extent
on only a few specimens On the others
the outer removed sufficient-
ly to prove that It was modern through
out and that the figure underneath was
either wholly modern or patched together-
in the manner described

The results of this examination having
been reported to your committee I was
instructed to withdraw from exhibition all
the statuettes which were of doubtful au-
thenticity This has been done and thecase has consequently an empty and mel-
