of the City Hall building where the
license must be procured will average
from three to four weddings a week it
is said

Persons married by justices of the
peace come from every possible grade
and rank of society

The poorer class of people head the

The low figure which can be
cover the entire cost of the nuptials-
is an attraction to many couples to whum
the matter of a few dollars is a great
consideration
