THE RAIDS IN NEW YORK.

Justice Jerome Conducts an Attack
on Gambling Houses.

NEW YORK, May l.—Justice Jerome

was out with his ax again last night
and early this morning and the result

was a descent on four gambling houses
in various parts of the city. They were
personally- conducted tours by the jus-
tice, Robert Grier Monroe, Henry DeFor-
rest Baldwin, and eight detectives of the
Commitiee of Fifteen, assisted by the po-
lice of the Tenderloin station and the
fLast Twenty-second Street stationhouse.

The places raided were 111 East Four-
teenth Street, 54 West Thirty-first Street;
West Twenty-eight Street, and 452
Sixth Avenue.

In the raidl on Fourteenth Street Jus-
tice-Jerome not only used his ax im
smashing three doors but fired his re-
volver as well. There were not less than
% men in the place when the raid was
begun. When Justice Jerome and Nr.
Monroe finally smashed their way into
the gambiing room, there were two men
Jeft. Eight tried to hide in a hallway.
The others had fled down the fire-escape
into the rear court. Justice Jerome fired
into the air with his revolver and threat-
ened to do worse if the fugitive failed to
return. One by one the men with diffi-
cuiiy ciimbed back up the rusty fire-es-
cape into the room.

Later the justice held court in the po-
lice station and released all the prisoners
save the four for whom he had warrants.
These he held without bail. “And what is
more,” said he, I propose to hold you,
until one or all of you give me the com-
bination to the safes in the place, where
I am (‘nn‘x-x(‘td you have much gambling
parapherns:

THE BUFFALI] FAIR OPEN

Informal Inauguration of the Pan-
American Exposition.

Prexident MceKinley Starts the Ma.
chinery by Pressing a Button at
Vieksburg, Miss.—The Dedieation
Exercises to Be Heid on May 20.

BUFFALO, May 1.—President Me-

Kinley pressed an electric button at
Vicksburg, Miss., at 8:30 o'clock this

morning and put in motion the machin-
ery of the Pan-American Exposition
will continue to move for the
next six months.

The formal dedication of the Exposi-
tion will take piace on May 20, when
there will be speeches and an appro-

i priate musical programme, the storm of

two weeks ago having necessitated a
change in the plans of the managers. It
was originally intended that the great
fair should be formally opened today.
When Mr, McKinley reached Vicks-
burg this morning everything was in

{ readiness for the act by which he was

to send the <lectric current that should
start the Exposition machinery in this
city. Thke President entered the tele-
graph office, placed his hand on an op-
erator’'s key, and closed the eircuit that
caused the power to begin its work here.
The man who heard the click here was
W. I Buchanan, the director general,
and as it fell upon his ear, the wheels
began to move and several of the foun-
tains began to send their crystal
streams skyward.

The hour at which the President
touched the button in Vicksburg was
too early for a ecrowd here and there
were comparatively few persons at the
Expdsiticn grounds. Besides, a day
more like the middle of March than the
first ¢f May greeted Ruffalcnians when
the Exposition gates were unostenta-
tiously thrown open. The air is raw
and cold and a brisk wind blows from
the lake. Nevertheless, there are many
strangers in the city and indications
are that there will be a large attend-
ance by this afternoon, notwithstand-
ing the fact that the admission fees
have been increased for an incomplete
display. Although it was not intended
to make any speeial display teday, mer-
chants and citizens decorated thelr
houses liberally with flags and bunting
and the streets have a holiday appear-
ance.

A programme that contains several
unique features has been arranged for
this afterncon. It provides for the for-
mal opening of the Government Build-
ing with a salute of forty-five bombs,
one for each State. Shortly after 3
o'clock there will be a flight of three
thousand carrier pigeons. The birds

Trere is no point of the gppearance of
the Expeosition which Is the subject of
more talk than the colors used. The
snowy whiteness of the buiidings of the
Chicage Fair is missed, and with it de-
parte the kind of effectiveness which

was gained by that means. The place
has not that lightness and brilliancy
which the Chicago Fair had. Nobody
exclaims, as so many did in Chicago,
that it is 1ike a “Fairy City.” Some-
times the coloring is in good taste and
effective, and sometimes it is rather
erude and heavy. In general it helps
the appearance of single buildings more
than that of the coliection of buildings
looked at altogether.

But whatever the Exposition lacks or
loses by day it makes up by night. The
evening view of the ecllection of build-
ings is a marvel of beauty. And it is
also beautiful—it might be said espe-
cially beautiful—when seen at a dis-
tance. Then the whole form of the Ex-
position is seen marked out in fire. And
the high electric tower, the triumph of
the fair, by day or by night, rises over
it ali, a glowing and shimmering pillar
i pure white light. It is a glimpse of
distant fairyland in the darkness, what-
ever it is in the day. And this is a
sight which nobedy who cemes to the
fair need miss. Neither Paris nor Chi-
cago could show anything like it, and
what illuminations they had were
shown only on certain evenings. But
all the brightness of this Exposition
ill be displayed every night and it
wili be a picture to be treasured up
and remembered by ail who come.

Lieutenant Commander Hobson, who
arrived yesterday, took charge of the
United States naval exhibit and will re-
main here until the close.

Iieut. Juan L. Atwell, Naval Attache
tc the Argentine Legation at Washing-
ton and Commissioner of that Republic
to the Exposition, is also here and
hopes te complete the installation of the
exhibit by this afternocn. It includes
samples of cereals, hardwoods, miner-
als, onyvx, and marble. A feature of the
exhibit wiil be forty different charts
showing at a glance the commercial
status of the country.

Only a few places on the Midway will
be open for business teday, but it is
thought that many persons wili avail
themselves of the days between now
and May 2¢ to become familiar with the
locations and not lose time when nearly
all the sights may be seen.

If is not claimed that th€ Exposition
In some respects it
not approach completion. But the
Werld's Columbian Exposition was not
complete when it was opened by Presi-
dent Cleveland. The same energy and
determination which dissipated the cha-
otic condition of the Chicago Fair have
hold of the Pan-American Exposition.

Within thirty days the grounds will
be perfect in beauty. So far as the un-
cympleted buildings are concerned,
nothing short of an earthquake ean
stop that. Most of the exhibits will be
in place much soener than was the case
at Chicago.
