the big wise brokers Now the papers
have been publishing columns about
this man and that man making four or
live hundred thousand dollars during the
past ten days but not a word Is said
where the winnings come from I will
tell you where the winnings come from
They come out of the pockets of the
suckers who jump over one another in
their eagerness to purchase the good
thing on margin The big speculator
who purchases stock in blocks of 1000 or
more shares and holds it until it has ad-
vanced fifteen or twenty points and then
unloads gets the benefit of the markets
change while the small army of stock
speculators who only buy shares in 50
and 1 M lots arc the ones to get caught
in the crash There has never yet been a
flurry In the Street which lasted for a
week or ten days but that when the

came and the debris was cleared
away you would find on the strand the
wrecks of more than a score of brokers
And the little fellows who did business
with the brokers who are forced to the
wall by the big speculator taking down
his profits have no redress whatever
Just as long as you put your money up
and let your profits accumulate Its easy
sailing for the broker but fwhen 100 or
more speculators who have to their cred-
it profits to the extent of 1000 each make-
a call in their brokers for their money
a few will get their money back but
when the market becomes jjanicky the
broker is Often forced to close his door

There Is absolutely nothing substantial
