A R Serven Chief Examiner of the

qualifications necessary to entitle
enter the examination There
some cases also in which applicants have
submitted falsely made or forged certifi-
cates or vouchers In all cases the ap-
plications have been canceled and the ap-
plicants barred from future examinations
until further orders and those cases
which seemed to warrant such action
have been referred to the Department of
Justice with a view to prosecution under
the provisions of section 5418 of the Re
vised Statutes forbidding the falsely
