Two New York Women Leave the
Conjjresrntlonul Church

NEW YORK June 17 Two women
members of the Port Morris Congrega-
tional Church have that they
have been converted
Three Mormon elders who for two
have been doing missionary work among
the churches In the northern part of the
city say it is simply the beginning of a
great secession of New Yorkers to Mor-
monism

The two Mormon converts are Mrs
Thomas H Blair of No 713 East 137th
Street President of the Young Peoples
Christian Endeavor Society of the church
and Miss Elizabeth Dickinson a pretty
church worker twentythree years old
living at No 701 East 135th Street who
was secretary of the Christian Endeavor
Society until she and Mrs Blair resigned
their offices on taking up Mormonism
The two women are to be baptized as
Mormons on July 4 at Bayonne N J The
ceremony will take place at a Mormon
camping ground

The fact that the women have been won
over by the elders has shocked the mem-
bers of the church and especially Rev
Claude M Severance its pastor who has
prayed begged and entreated them to
reconsider their determination They

however that they are In the right
that the Mormon faith is the true

one though each of them refuses to ac
cept the doctrine of polygamy
