The Consul says Federal
wilt purchase the wells constructed

by his authority for an amount previous-
ly stipulated The volume of water flow-
ing from each however must not be less
than 1S200 gallons per twentyfour hours
All the work of boring installation etc
will be done at the risk of the constructer
and the Federal Executive will purchase
only those wells which fulfill the require-
ments In regard to the flow of water No
national import duty will be charged on
any necessary material and the Federal
Executive binds himself to obtain from
the different States and municipalities a
similar exemption The places at present
most urgently in need of water are the
Islands or Margarita Coche Los Roques
and Providencia the peninsula of Araya
the State of Falcon the city of Mars
caibo and surroundings and the prairies-
of the Guanca

Chester Donaldson the United States
Consul at Managua Nicaragua reports to
the State Department that the NIcara
guan Government has granted a conces-
sion to H C Emery of Chelsea Mass
who already holds valuable timber con-
cessions In the country to build a rail
road from Matagalpa to the head of nav-
igation in Rio Grande about 100 miles of
road Mr Emery Is allowed one year alt-
er ratification by Congress to organize his
company and one year and a half more
to make the necessary surveys and must
have the road finished and ready to open
to the public five years after above date
He is also granted rights and exemptions-
for all colonists brought in for twenty
five years He is also to receive n con
cession of public lands in alternate lots
