Trade With Cliiiin

cruelty

ZHr Clionteji London Address
It is Probable that in addressing the

AngloAmerican company which cele
brated the Fourth of July in London
Ambassador Choate spoke eloquently
and entertainingly He nearly always
does It is to be regretted though that
his speech was not a little more distinct-
ly American rather than of a mixed
type Mr Choate has aimed to make
himself popular in British society and
he appears to have succeeded This is
perfectly proper save to the extent that
his popularity has been won by any
thing like an abandonment of purely
American ideals

The American Minister began his
speech by congratulating the com-
pany on the unexampled prosper
ity of the United States which
he ascribed to Providence to the
wise fathers who devised our sys-
tem of government and In brief to the
hard work of the People This is

true but it hardly squares with
the partisan claim that it is all owing
to the Dingley tariff It would not
have done in that assemblage for Mr
Choate to have laid our prosperity at
the door of a measure which the Brit-
ish contingent regards as the height of
political unwisdom and which in fact
is to them as a red flag flaunted into
the face of a hull That stock Republi-
can argument was discreetly and prop-
erly omitted

Mr Choates reference to rich men
devoting their superfluous wealth to
libraries universities and hospitals
was very well so far as it vent but

I he left it in such shape that the reader
j might be led to suppose that rich men

generally were doing that identical
thing when in truth none of them are
devoting anywhere near all of their
surplus in that way and very many
are giving nothing at all for the pur-
poses indicated Nor did Mr Choate
touch upon the evils of system by
which a single individual of no extra
ordinary genius can amass two or
three hundred millions of dollars main-
ly through the operation of unjust and
unequal laws But then it was the glo-

rious Fourth and of course It was not
necessary fcr to say unpleasant
things

The really objectionable part of his
discourse was that in which he

a desire for the creation of a
class of young iren who would not need
to work for a livelihood but who would
devote themselves to the public ser-
vice without hope of reward except
such good as they would do their fellow-
men This is a distinctly English Idea
and it Is suggestive of the building up
of an American aristocracy Of course
he couples it with the farfetched quali-
fication that they should be disinter-
ested and bent wholly upon doing good
There is nothing observable in the pres
ent character of rich young men gen-
erally In this country to justify the
hope that they could ever be induced
to go into the governing business in a
thoroughly disinterested spirit They
may be less ambitious and less ener
getic than their poorer fellowcitizens-
but they have yet to furnish evidence
of their disinterestedness

The lack of superior fitness in Amer-
icas gilded youth is also painfully

and if Mr Choate is desirous of
setting up a governing class of rich
young men he should be prepared to
devise some system of early education
and discipline that would give a

of both capacity and character
Rich young men are sometimes of very
feeble intellect and if the government
of the country is to be turned over to
the wealthy there should be comPeti

DEATH OF JOHN PISKE

The Historian Expires
of the heat

GLOUCESTER Mass July a Prof
John Fiske of Cambridge the distin-
guished lecturer historian and student
who died at the Hawthorne Inn East
Gloucester yesterday was born In Hart
ford Conn on March 30 1S42 being the
only child of Edmund Brewster Green of
Smyrna Del who married Mary Fiske
Bound of Mlddletown Conn His father
was the edeitor of newspapers in Hart
ford New York and Panama where he
died in 1S52

In 1S55 when her son was thirteen years
old the widow married the Hon Edwin
W Stoughton United States Minis-
ter to Russia Up to this time the lads
name had been Jjdmund Fiske Green but
now he took the name of his maternal
greatgrandfather John Fiske

From his earliest childhood until 1SG8

young Fiske divided his time between his
mothers home in New York and his
grandmothers in Middletovn Up to the
time of his death lIe felt more at home
in New York than in Boston which he
saw for the first time in 1S68 when he
entered the sophomore class at Harvard
College His strong taste for the sciences
and the languages had long since made
itself manifest Before he was eight years
old he had read all of Shak speares plays
At eighteen besides his Greek and Latin
he could read fluently French Spanish
Portugueses Italian and German
had gained command of Dutch
Danish Swedish and AngloSaxon

making a beginning in Icelandic
Gothic Hebrew and Sanskrit In college
the studies eC which he was especially
fond were history philosophy and com-
parative philology He was graduated
from the college in 1S65 and from the

Mr Fiske opened a law office in Bos-
ton and found it a convenient place for
studying history His first book which
was preceded by many essays in reviews
magazines aaa newspapers was Myths
and MythMakers published In 1872

This was followed In 1874 by a work whish
immediately attracted the notice of many
of the keenest minds In England and the
United States Outlines of Cosmic Phil
osophy Thte work was based UpOn a
series of lectures which Mr Fiske had
delivered at Harvard In 1869 and 1S71 and
which ae repeated in Boston New York
and Londort

Other volumes of essays on philosophi-
cal historMyil religious artistic scientif-
ic and literary topics followed The
Unseen World and Other Essays Dar-
winism and Othei7Essays and Excur-
sions of an Evolutionist

During the last twenty years Mr Fiske
devoted his time almost exclusively to
American history

His historical works include American
Political Ideas The Critical Period of
American History 17SM7S9 The Begin
nings of New KnglamV and In the Riv-
erside Library for Young People The
War of Independence The American
Revolution two volumes and Discov-
ery of America two volumes

Since 1S7J he had been a member of the j

board of overseers of Harvard Univer-
sity
