os received in New York last night that
the l s rructiontet who quietly slipped
dwt of tile metropolis a little more than a
month ago had reached his own country
and was at the head of an insurgent force
estimated to number 15MO men

lie is it is said by those here who are
fimlMar with the South Americas situa-
tion determined to accomplish the over
threw of the present Colombian Govern-
ment but It is difficult to aurmtee that
relation hie military movement can have
ta the announced invasion of the Vene-
zuelan country

State Department will endeavor im-

mediately to obtain front reliable sources
at Caracas the reasons for the hostile
movement of the Colombians ind the
tails of the existing situation

Herbert Baxter Adams was born in
Shntcsbury Mass April M MSO He
graduated from Amherst in 1872 He had
been honored with several degrees Ph D
from HeMelliTK in 187C and
LL D from the University of AJ

ISM He botanic a fellow In history at
Julius Hopkins University in 1876 serving
until vms then successively associate as-
sociate professor and professor of history From 187 to MB he was a lecturer-
at Smith College Mass He had been
Secretary of the American Historical As-
sociation and had edited Hs reports siree
184 He was a trustee of Amherst College
and of the Boys Country School at Balti-
more Since 1887 he had been editor of

Contributions to American Educational
for the United States Bureau of

Education He also edited the Johns
Hopkins University Studies in Historical
and Political Science new embracing
seventeen series with twentyone extra
volumes He was the author of Life
and Writings of Jared Sparks and nu-
merous educational and historical mono-
graphs

All the American officers without ex-
