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The Steel Strike
As far as can be Judged at this hour

although several thousand recruits
have joined the army of steel strikers
as a result of President Shaffers order
compliance with it has been greatly
less general than Amalgamated Asso-
ciation officers confidently expected
that the movement presents the ap-

pearance of failure Later develop
ment may change the situation but
today it looks very much as if the
strike had missed fire

The action of the steel workers in
the Illinois and Wisconsin plants in
deciding almost unanimously to disobey
the strike order leaves a big gap in the
line of resistance and there are other
things calculated to discourage the
Amalgamated leaders It is said that
there are serious dissensions in their
executive board and that Mr Shaffer

How much truth there may be in such
